Job Steps
1. Remove shovel from of van or shelf on truck.
2. Go to pile in need of shoveling
3. Remove any large rocks that can not be picked up with the shovel. Lift carefully using safe lifting techniques.
4. If using a wheelbarrow, push it to the edge of the pile. Place securely on level area.
5. Get shovel.
6. Hold one arm near the bottom of the handle (right hand if right handed. Vice versa for the left) Hold the opposite hand further up the handle. Grip the handle securely.
7. Push point of shovel into the top of the pile. Lift shovel and dump ground/gravel in wheelbarrow or customer designated area.
8. When wheelbarrow gets half full, put down shovel and take wheelbarrow to be dumped
9. Put wheelbarrow back in place. Begin shovelling again.
10. When job is complete, return tools/equipment to van/ truck.
