Job Steps
1.  Before starting KNOW THE PLANT. Not all plants require dead heading. Those plants not requiring dead heading are called self cleaning plants. Dead heading some plants is as easy as snapping off the spent flower (such as marigolds).

2. Look before cutting as new blooms may be on the same cluster. Prune carefully.

3. The flower may also be a multi bloomer with new blooms hiding underneath [geraniums]

4. Cut off all dead leaves. 

5. Check wellness of plant [aphids, mould, bugs etc]

6. Clippings deposited in the black bucket
