ACCIDENT AND EMERGENCY POLICY
POLICY STATEMENT

We understand that accidents will occur from time to time and that we must be able to take appropriate action to minimise any resultant injury to a child. 

PROCEDURES
· Aim for all staff working with or around the children to successfully complete an approved paediatric first course which will be updated every 3 years.
· A minimum of one qualified first aider will be with the children at all times. This includes whilst outside the premises, both in the garden and off site.

· Up to date first aid supplies will be kept in specified areas of the building and in outings bags that MUST be taken on any trips to the garden or away from the premises. Jane is responsible for ensuring all first aid supplies and outing bags remain up to date at all times.
· Only staff members trained in first aid may attend to any injury.

· If deemed necessary the child’s parent or carer will be called and informed of the injury and the first aid measures taken

· A child’s parent or carer will always be called in the event of a head injury, regardless of the perceived severity. A ‘head injury’ arm band will be issued to the child and a head bump letter sent home with the child. 
· All accidents, however minor, will be recorded on an accident form. This must be signed by the parent or carer when they collect the child, one copy stays with the parent or carer and one is kept on our file.

· If it is thought that hospital treatment may be required for a minor injury the parent or carer will be called and asked to collect their child. 

· If it is thought that immediate hospital treatment is required an ambulance will be called and the parent or carer informed straight afterwards. If the parent or carer is unable to reach the nursery before the ambulance arrives a member of staff will take the child’s file with all contact and medical details and accompany the child in the ambulance. They will stay with the child until the parent or carer arrives to take over.

· Certain injury should be reported to Ofsted and RIDDOR within 14 days. See separate information sheets.
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
