EYPP POLICY
Policy Statement
EYPP or Early Years Pupil Premium is additional funding to help improve the education provided for eligible 3 and 4 year olds. We will agree with parents/carers how this funding should be spent and will monitor and evaluate the outcome.
Procedures

· Eligible children will be identified following our termly early years funding

· Parents/Carers will be involved with the key worker and other staff to best identify how best to spend the additional funding

· Funding is allocated at a rate of 60p per hour and will be paid in proportion to the child’s actual Universal FE hours

· The funding can be used in a variety of ways, such as: 

Investing in CPD for staff involved in the care and education of identified children

Educational resources and equipment

Enhanced provision in an identified area (based on the child) such as the quality of provision for speech and language

· We will monitor the impact of the EYPP and ensure this is made available to parents/carers if required
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
