RISK ASSESSMENT POLICY
Policy Statement
We believe that children should experience some level of risk in their daily lives in order to progress but that we must ensure this level of risk is constantly assessed to ensure it remains appropriate to their age and developmental level. The purpose of this policy is to ensure any hazards are removed and/or minimised to keep them within an acceptable level.
Procedure
· Risk assessments will be carried out on all existing and new activities and equipment within the setting.

· Risk assessments will be carried out where children and/or staff are moved from one area of the setting to another.

· Risk assessments will be carried out if any new areas are introduced within the setting.

· Risk assessments will be carried out for certain specific procedures such as children entering and leaving the premises.

· Risk assessments will be carried out when children go on outings, either within East Court or further afield. (see Outings Policy)

· Risk assessments will be carried out for the preparation and serving of food. (see Food and Drink Policy).

· Risk assessments will be carried out in relation to other users of the building and visitors to the setting. (see Health and Safety Policy)
· All risk assessments to be regularly reviewed
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
