SEN (SPECIAL EDUCATIONAL NEEDS POLICY) AND OUR LOCAL OFFER
POLICY STATEMENT

Some children may require more help to learn and develop than others of the same age. If this is the case they may be classed as having special educational needs (SEN) in order that they can get extra support. Some children may also have a disability that does not stop them from being able to learn but might stop them from being able to do day to day things. At All Kids we will do all we can to ensure that the individual needs of these children are recognised and understood. We will ensure that appropriate measures are in place in order for them to access the opportunities they need to thrive and reach their particular potential. In order to achieve this we will follow the procedures set out below. 

PROCEDURES
· Appoint a SENCO (special educational needs co-ordinator).
· Our SENCO is Sarah Goodsell. A full description of her role and the steps we will take to support her forms part of this policy.
· We will work closely with West Sussex and contribute to their Local Offer as requested.
· Our own Local Offer, detailed below, forms part of this policy.
LOCAL OFFER
The purpose of the local offer is to provide parents and their families with information about what services are available in their area to support them and any children with SEN and how to access them. Full details of such services in our area can be found on the West Sussex website.
Our SEN Policy, and in particular the role of the SENCO, describes how we will recognise and support children with SEN and how we will ensure the family is included in all discussion and decision making.at all times. 

As our premises are set over two floors we will continually monitor any situation to ensure no child is denied access to what we have on offer. This may take the form of adapting our available space and/or transferring groups from one area to another.
If we are in receipt of additional funding (such as Inclusion Funding) we will be open and honest as to how this has been used, whether to provide additional support for trips etc., or in the purchase of specific equipment.
