SICK CHILD POLICY
Policy Statement
The purpose of this policy is to explain the stance we take on children attending nursery if they appear to be or are suffering from childhood illness and how we intend to maintain a safe and healthy environment for all children. Our procedures are set out below:

Procedures

· Children suffering from sickness and/or diarrhoea will be asked to stay away from the nursery until 48 hours from the last bout of illness.

· Advice will be sought from Public Health England as to whether any diagnosed illness or condition should result in temporary exclusion from the nursery.

· Any notifiable disease will be reported to the appropriate authority.

· Any illness thought to spreading rapidly will be reported to Public Health England and all advice followed.

· If any child falls ill whilst at nursery or appears distressed and unable to cope with the normal day the parent will be contacted and asked to collect their child.

· In considering whether or not a child is well enough to attend nursery consultation with parents will centre upon the child’s emotional and physical well-being. Our definition of a ‘well child’ is one who is happy and able to take part fully in nursery life, does not have a temperature, is not dependent on Calpol and who is not reliant upon 1 – 1 care.

· Additional hygiene and cleaning regimes will be enforced if deemed necessary following any bouts of contagious disease.
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
