He is generally recognized as the first 

person in the NT to acknowledge Jesus 

as the Messiah. 

They correspond to the 15 chapters of 

the Songs of Ascent in the book Psalms

1) Circumcising Jesus on the eight day 

•Besides acknowledging God / giving 

thanks for Jesus, what also is significant 

about Anna?

2) Presenting Him/Temple forty days later 

3) Consecrating Him as firstborn male 

4) Offering of appropriate sacrifice
