Booking and Canellation Policy 
 
Booking & Payment 
All workshops must be booked and paid for in full, in advance of the class in order to 
confirm your space. Non-refundable deposit of £10 pp is included in the full payment.  
 
Cancellation by Participants 
Cancellations made within 72 hours of the workshop are non-refundable. 
Cancellations made more than 72 hours before the workshop may be eligible for 
refunds (excluding non-refundable deposit). 
No-shows will be treated as cancellations made within 72 hours. 
 
Cancellation by Us 
In the unlikely event that we need to cancel the workshop, all participants will receive a 
full refund, including any deposit paid. Where possible, we will provide notice in 
advance.
