PO Box 807, North Myrtle Beach, SC 29597 by 
January 1, 2010. 

The March GFWC-SC magazine will feature an article with bios and 
pictures of each candidate for office. 

A meeting will be held, in Columbia, for all of the candidates and the 
elections committee.  The date will be announced at Winter Board 
meeting in January.
