What Is the “Good News” of the Gospel of Jesus Christ?

And more importantly - WHY is it good news?

1. Because of sin, every human is separated from God and will face death.
2. We can’t be “good enough” to earn Heaven. We can’t “work” our way into salvation.
3. It is all about the Man on the cross - Jesus Christ.

4. This is Great News—and Great Joy—for ALL people.

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5. There are no qualifications—come as you are.

Every person is a creation of God—and He wants all of us to come home.

6. Jesus and the cross - are the bridge back to God.

Section 8: Exposing Truths of God and the

1. Did God Create Us?

We were created by God, for God—to know, love, and serve Him.

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Section 9: How to Get in the Game (Team

1. Repent of Your Sins

To repent means two things:

v/ Feel genuine sorrow for everything you've done that is displeasing to God.

v/ Change your mind and your actions—recognize yourself as a sinner, look to the cross of
Christ, knowing He died for you, and ask for complete forgiveness.

2. Believe in Jesus as Lord and Savior

v/ Acknowledge Jesus as your Lord and Savior.
v/ Invite Him into your heart.
v/ Commit to putting Him first in your life.

from the dead, you will be saved."”

3. Experience Spiritual Rebirth

v/ Follow Jesus, serve Him, and grow in an intimate relationship with Him.
v/ Turn from your old self and let Christ lead you—this is called a spiritual rebirth.
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| John 3:3-5
"Jesus replied, ‘Very truly | tell you, no one can see the kingdom of God unless they are born
again.”™

| 2 Corinthians 5:17
"Therefore, if anyone is in Christ, the new creation has come: The old has gone, the new is
here!”
