The U.S. flag has a noble heritage, enriched by a cast of colorful
characters who all added a special touch of history to the flag we now
instantly recognize as the emblem of our country.

Betsy Griscom Ross, a young seamstress who lived on Arch Street
in Philadelphia during the 1700's, is probably the best known of these
characters.

Captain John Paul Jones became the first person to fly the Stars and
Stripes on water (Nov. 1, 1777). General William Maxwell was the
first person to carry the flag into battle against the British, at Coach's
Bridge in Delaware. Then, in 1831, the flag received one of its most
famous monikers from William Driver, captain of the two-masted,
square-rigged brig Charles Doggert. He named the flag "OId Glory."
