Happy New Year 2022!
It’s that time of the year where tax season is just around the corner and the A Accounting & Tax Service staff are preparing for the busiest time of the year.  
We have enclosed a Tax Checklist for you to complete and return with your tax information.
For the health and safety of our clients and staff, A Accounting is recommending you drop off your tax information. We do need a copy of last year’s tax return, if possible. If you need to speak to Lisa, we can have her contact you by phone prior to starting your return.  Appointments can be made if absolutely necessary by calling our office.  Taxes are completed in the order they are received.     
It is really important that you provide our office with the exact amount of your Third Economic Impact Payment from January 2021 and your Advance Child Tax Credit if you received either or both.  The Advance Child Tax Credit Letter (Letter 6419) will be issued to taxpayers in late December 2021 and continue into January of 2022.  Please bring this letter in with your tax information.  If you do not receive this letter or misplace it, you can use the CTC Update Portal available on the IRS.gov website to check your information.  The Third Economic Impact Payment (Letter 6475) will be issued to recipients in late January.  For your convenience, we have enclosed an informational flyer on how to set up an IRS Online account if you have not received this letter or misplaced it.   If you are married, both spouses will have to set up their own accounts.  

As always, we require the following items:  W-2’s, 1099’s, social security numbers and birthdates for all dependents, tuition information for college students, along with other income and deduction information you may have.  If you paid rent, please include that information on the Tax Checklist. Also, if you are separated or divorced, we need proof it is your year to claim dependent(s), if applicable. 
If you received unemployment compensation in 2021, please provide the corresponding 1099-G (which can be printed from the unemployment website or by calling 608-266-2999).  If you had Marketplace insurance in 2021, please provide the corresponding 1095-A (which can be printed from the Marketplace website).
