There is a need for CW and here is my case for it.

In 2001 the FCC dropped the 13 and 20 WPM requirements to obtain your General and Extra
class license, they standardized to the 5 WPM for all tests. Then again, on February 23, 2007
the FCC dropped the requirement to send and receive the 5 WPM. Morse Code (CW) was
dropped from the ham radio licensing. If you ask a ham radio operator what he or she feels
about these CW requirement you will get a mixed bag of “We should not have never removed
it", to “I wouldn’t be a ham if it was still required”. The ham who had to take the CW test to
obtain his license pretty much states it still should be and for good reason, he or she worked
hard spending time to obtain this skill. | am one who had to pass the 5 WPM and then the 13
WPM back in the 70’s. | am glad | learned code, even though | do not use it as much as |
should, but still can copy about 8 to 10 WPM (slow to many CW operators) but enough to grab
that Special Event Station or DX contact.

Now within our club membership we only have a few that know any code at all, or use it. We are
blessed to have one that | call a real CW operator who demonstrates it during our Field Day
outings. So with so little of us into CW, why am | spending time on this subject? Well here it is,
why | feel we all should know some Morse code; remember the main reason for Ham Radio to
exist is to be prepared in case of emergency. This is why there is ham radio at all. We are to be
the communications that is needed in these times. Below are a few points that states why | feel
you should know some CW to support this need.

- It is very easy to construct a CW Transmitter under emergency conditions or any
time.

- AM/FM or SSB are harder to copy during weak signals. CW much easier.

Now let us look at everyday life and your family during emergency. If you know simple CW skills
you can flash a light and send CW, you can turn on and off your transmitter by shorting two mic
wires and send CW. It has been used by prisoners of war to blink their eyes to send out CW.
Even if you are not having an emergency but come on to someone else that is, just knowing
slow CW could save them or your life. It is even important to pass it on to your family members.

| bet you all know how to send and receive this simple message ... --- ... ...--..., the standard
of the world for HELP HELP, SOS.

So know that | got some attention here are a few ways to get into CW.
- Start by learning and sending out each letter and numbers from 0 to 9.

- There are computer programs to help you learn to receive these letters and
numbers.

- LARK Club has a neat program that teaches you CW via a WEB connection called
ZOOM and a group that helps you learn.

- Start by copying slow speed ARRL.
- Find another ham and get on the air with each other.

Remember it might save yours or someone else's life. For sure it will open a new world of ham
radio for you. And by no means is CW dead, just take some time and go down on the lower
frequency and listen. They are having a lot of fun down there, you could too.

“Ice Station W@JH” Special Event

Lake Elmo / Lake Elmo, Minnesota
February 16 - 18, 2019

Members of the Stillwater, Minnesota Amateur Radio
Association (SARA) operated a portable station on a frozen
lake in east-central Minnesota (~10 miles east of St. Paul).
Having strong Scandinavian heritage, Minnesotans have
been known to do crazy things to break the monotony of the
long winters. (Some say hams do crazy things too!) This
was our sixth consecutive year for this craziness!

Using the club’s call, W@JH, two-person teams (operator & logger) operated from s°m3{,"",’(’¢%°,§,_‘;',f’,\'f,3j :gg:& ':\,E:&?:sz(gg,?: -

Lake Elmo, MN (Washington County; Grid Square EN34nx). Our primary station was

an 8'x8’ portable shelter on 2’ of ice. It was hooked to a 160-6m center-fed Zepp antenna (253’ long, 45’ high) that ran north and south in trees along the
shore. It was fed by 100’ of 450Q ladderline and a 4:1 balun with coax to the shelter. A Kenwood TS-590 ran 100W thru a MFJ-986 antenna tuner.

This year we added a station; an Icom IC-7300 was operated in the club’s 6'x12' enclosed trailer. Operating on shore, a few hundred feet from the lake
we ran 100W into a 90’ end-fed sloper via an AH-4 auto-tuner. Laptops were used for all logging. Most operation was on SSB; 20, 40 and 75m. Heat fo
both stations was from portable propane heaters.

We operated 3 days, ~6 hours per day. We (YOU) generated huge pile-ups; with 677 contacts logged in the U.S., Canada and several DX countries.
