Bantam, Waterfowl.   

Rare Breeds Championship 

Within the 2024 NSW State Poultry 
Championships a Rare Breeds Compe[[on will be 
held. All exhibits are required to be entered as per 
the normal entry process for classes.  

These exhibits will be judged in their respec[ve 
categories and breed champions will be judged a 
second [me for considera[on of rare breed 
championship awards by the Specials Judge.  

Categories are: 

CriXcal: 
This category includes poultry breeds that are at 
the highest risk of ex[nc[on. Exhibitors 
presen[ng breeds in this category play a cri[cal 
role in preserving gene[c diversity.  

Endangered: 
Poultry breeds in the Endangered category are 
facing significant decline in popula[on. Exhibitors 
in this category contribute to the conserva[on 
efforts aimed at preven[ng further decline.  

Vulnerable: 
Breeds in the Vulnerable category are not as 
severely endangered as the above but s[ll require 
agen[on to ensure their survival and 
sustainability.  

At-Risk 
This category comprises breeds that are at risk of 
becoming vulnerable if conserva[on efforts are 
not implemented. Exhibitors presen[ng At-Risk 
breeds are contribu[ng to maintaining stable 
popula[ons of breeds.

Developmental Classes 

Entries are to comprise of a team of 4 birds of a 
breed or variety under development, but not yet 
recognised in the Australian Poultry Standards, or 
Addendums. 

Team is be made up of 1 male and 1 female over 
12 months of age, and 1 male and 1 female under 
12 months of age (i.e. a cock, hen cockerel and 
pullet, or their WF or F&F equivalents). 

NSW Egg Championships 

For display purposes, please nominate on 
application for entry the breed of bird that laid 
the eggs entered.  
The breed of bird shall only be displayed after 
judging has been completed. 
 
Eggs will be exhibited in uniform containers 
supplied by the EPANSW.

Steward. If any bird is found to be injured or 
affected by sickness, disease or other ailment and 
causes a biosecurity concern to other exhibits, the 
EPANSW will contact the owner to remove the 
bird from the Showground.  

Exhibitors are requested to ensure that Exhibits 
are clean by examining their birds for lice and 
vermin prior to delivery. 

 

Interpretation of the Schedule 

AOV or AORV – means another other breed or 
variety recognised by the Australian Poultry 
Standards or Addendum, for which there is not a 
specific separate class. 

AC, ARC, AOC or AORC – means any colour 
recognised by the Australian Poultry Standards or 
Addendum, for which there is not a specific 
separate class. 

Rare Breed – Rare breeds are breeds iden[fied by 
the Rare Breeds Trust of Australia and are breeds 
with only a few remaining bloodlines in Australia, 
whose lack of gene[c diversity places them at risk. 
 
Tinted Eggs – Tinted eggs are a colour other than 
white or brown (pink, pink-brown; green; cream; 
speckled; etc.).
