(GROUNDS REPORT)
-The Greenwood Gulch lowering under the Orchard Road bridge is progressing...the crew has done very well, considering the cold snaps & snows.  (April finish date)  
- I met with the Director of Parks for South Suburban Parks and requested replacement of our Palos Verdes Park entrance walk bridge. With the completion of the Orchard Road Trail east to Quebec, and the soon to be completed Greenwood Gulch Trail lowering: the bike usage will increase.   The old bridge is only 5' clear width, which is very tight for a bicycle and walkers to pass.  I requested the width be increased to at least 8', and 10' would be preferred for two bikes to cross coming each way at the same time.  SSParks has allocated all their bond funds, the new Ice Arena Complex is amazing, so this will be proposed in their 2022 budget.
 
-The Orchard Road Trees trim:  Fran has obtained two new bids, and I recommend we proceed with authorizing, including the removal of the two old Russian Olive trees. They are not permitted to be new planted, as they are are considered to be noxious plants/trees, and our City has requested they be removed from all street right-of-ways by each HOA/Civic Association, as their budgets allow. 
  During the Holly Street perimeter trees/shrubs trim last April, we removed those two old Russian Olive trees.



Tree Estimate from Charlie with Suntree lLandscapes 

       - Trim 3 small trees east of Kearney st.- $100 
       -  Removal of dead russian olive (leaving wood) - $250
      -  I suggest removing the second russian olive:  removal- $250, trim - $200
      -  Remove low branch of locust-$40

Total-$590 - $640 (plus about $200 for the additional small trees?)
