The MONTICELLO spent the month of January at the Naval Station in
San Diego preparing for overseas movement, On 24 January 196} Captain
David F, LOOMIS, USN relieved Captain Harold H, ELLISON, USN as
Commanding Officer,

On 28 January MONTICELLO departed San Diego for duty with the
SEVENTH Fleete Upon reporting to the Commander SEVENTH Fleet the ship
operated as a unit of the SEVENTH Fleet Amphibious Ready Group. While
serving in this capacity the ship participated in Exercise BACKPACK
and SEATO exercise LIGTAS, During the deployment the ship visited
HONG KONG, MANILA, SUEIC BAY, BUCKNER BAY, KAOSHIUNG, and YOKOSUKA.
