1 pound chicken breast, random cut
5 each garlic clove, minced

3 bunches cilantro, chopped

1/4 cup sherry

2 cups chicken stock

3 Tablespoons basil, chopped

1 each red bell pepper, roasted
1 cup cream

1/4 cup flour for slurry

3 Tablespoons fresh pesto

Blend pesto and reserve

Season poultry and blacken. Remove
Add shallots, garlic, roasted pepper and
deglaze with sherry.

Add stock and return chicken.

Cover and poach ‘til tender (10 minutes).
Add pesto.

Cook down and thicken with cream- flour slurry
Finish with basil
