The Art of Sculpting a Horse — starts July 7

Monday and Thursday evenings for six weeks

This 12-session in-depth sculpting course is designed for horse lovers.

The goal is to create a 1/6 scale horse sculpture in plasticine clay, suitable for
molding and casting.

Each student chooses a pose for their sculpture, whether standing, in motion,
or an out-of-the-box expressive design.

To achieve a good equine sculpture it's important to understand anatomy, the
characteristics of the breed, and also to use practical knowledge of the horse’s
behavior and personality. All experience levels welcome!
