1. Renewals can be paid at meetings by cash, check, or
credit card.

*Please do not hand in a check or cash without
a form.

*Your dues - $40
*Monthly mini - $10 (optional)

Note: Monthly mini will remain the same at $10 for
entry into each drawing throughout the year, 23 total.
