“Patterns in Abstraction:

High Museum of Art
June 28, 2024-January 5, 2025

Over the past six years, the High Museum of Art has 
more than quintupled its holdings of quilts made by 
Black women. In “Patterns in Abstraction: Black Quilts 
from the High’s Collection” (June 28, 2024-Jan. 5, 
2025), the museum will bring a number of these recent 
acquisitions together to answer a larger question: “How 
can quilts made by Black women change the way we 
tell the history of abstract art?” 
The exhibition includes pieces by well-known quilters 
from Gee’s Bend, Alabama, such as Mary Lee 
Bendolph, Louisiana Bendolph and Lucy T. Pettway, 
along with works by Atlanta-based quilters such as 
Marquetta Johnson and early 20th-century examples by 
makers once known. Many of the works will be on view 
at the museum for the first time, and all were made by 
quilters in the Southeastern United States.
