Blessings are flowing into Eastern Kentucky at Freedom Center...donations arrived from KY, SC,
and NC this month. We had the privilege to serve 780 folks in September and October. The
volunteer missionaries helped stock the shop to get ready for colder weather. Please continue to
pray for our daily fellowship as we share with others throughout the week. Robin is doing a
“Women of the Bible” study with some local women, one said, they are having a good time.

The October rain made the mountain colors so beautiful...it is a joy to serve and to live in
Kentucky. We are so grateful for your continued prayers and support. God has been so good.
He is faithful to bring new life through the gospel of Jesus His Son.

In September, the Union BC mission team from Griffin, GA served with FCM and ministered
with a local family. The family struggled with several issues, so the men’s team added a
bedroom to the house. The men also did some listening and then they encouraged and prayed
with/for the family. At one point Robert did some babysitting to calm the baby. The women
missionaries did tremendous work at the FC shop. They helped stock the racks with winter
clothes and inspected and sorted donations. They prepared the meals for the mission team and
missionaries. The team visited 25 widows and them a gift bag.

In October, a mission team from Davies/ McLean BA of Owensboro, KY served in the Tri-City
community. They assisted missionaries with different projects; they delivered a hospital bed for
a local man, and cooked fellowship meals for the missionaries. At FC they inspected and sorted
donations and organized summer/winter clothes bins.



The mission team from Jamestown BC of Conway, SC helped FCM with “Blessing Day” the
give-away of coats, gloves, and toboggans. They brought 2 hundred coats and organized
donations that included bed sheets and bedding, towels, men’s blue jeans, and several boxes of
new sweatpants and winter socks.

In the summer, Saint John BC of Frankfort, KY helped a local church with VBS. One afternoon
they did a vision tour of Freedom Center and heard about the need for men's footwear, and they
said, we would like to help with that need. This month with joyful hearts they donated 38 pairs of
new and gently used boots.

There are very
few exceptions. The folks do not wear 100% wool, corduroy, old-style heavy sweaters, pleated
pants, turtlenecks, shirts with advertisements, men’s suits, or outdated clothes.

So, to be good stewards the ministry will respect the culture and provide only basic needs. Also,
this will help with seasonal warehouse space.

The ministry needs are to be basic: shoes, bed sheets, bed blankets, comforters, towels, and
housewares that include pots, pans, and silverware only. Thank you for your partnership in
God’s work and ministry.
