A NOTE FrROM FR.
MATTHEW PERUMPIL, MI

“Lord, to whom shall we go? You have
the Words of Eternal Life”

This weekend we hear the conclusion of the “Bread of Life
discourse” which the Lord has been teaching us over the past few
weeks. Starting from the “sign” of the multiplication of the bread
Jesus was explaining to us that He is the Bread of Life given so
that those who believe may have eternal life. He taught us that
whoever eats His flesh and drinks His blood will live in Him and
He in us.

We see an interesting pattern in the response of the crowd. The
large crowd who were satisfied and awed by the miracle of the
multiplication of the bread were all gone. Those who stayed to
listen to the teachings of Jesus now begin to murmur as it is
“very hard” for them to understand. Finally, the twelve remain,
some of them still confused, and to them Jesus asks, “do you
want to go away too?”

Peter, on whose profession of faith Jesus establishes the Church,
responds, “Lord, to whom shall we go? You have the message of
eternal life”. Peter, on behalf of the twelve and all of us affirms
that Jesus is the one from God, in whom we have found the path
to eternal life. What a blessing and gift to belong to the Church
that continues to proclaim this faith to this day.

This conclusion of the Bread of Life discourse focuses on
personal faith in the life of Christian discipleship. Each person
must make his or her own judgment about who Jesus is and in
doing so determine the way of life that he or she will follow.
God’s grace invites us to be Jesus’ disciples, but each person
must respond to the grace of God and confess as his or her own
the belief that Jesus is the one from God. This faith then commits
us to the path of life, leading us to eternal life.

May the Lord fill us with His Grace to continue to proclaim this
FAITH in our personal life and as a Church Community.
