A NOTE FROM
FRrR. MATTHEW

“The Spirit of the Lord is upon me”
Today's Gospel reading combines two separate passages
taken from the Gospel of Luke. First, we hear the opening
verses where Luke establishes the purpose of his Gospel. He
writes the essential facts concerning Christ, his words and
his works, so that we "would understand (like Theophilus)
the certainty of the faith in which we have been instructed."

In chapter four of Luke's Gospel, we hear that Jesus is in his
hometown of Nazareth, attending the synagogue on the
Sabbath. As Jesus stands in the synagogue, he reads from
the scroll handed to him; it contains the words of the
prophet Isaiah. At this early moment in his ministry, Jesus
announces his mission in continuity with Israel's prophetic
tradition. This reading from Isaiah defines Jesus' ministry.
We will find more evidence of this as we continue to read
from Luke's Gospel throughout the year. Jesus' ministry will
include bringing glad tidings to the poor, liberty to captives,
healing to the sick, freedom to the oppressed, and proclaim-
ing a year acceptable to the Lord. Jesus chose this passage
from Isaiah to explain who he was called to be and what he
intended to do. He would carry it out in relationships with
people from all strata of society, by healing, preaching,
forgiving, teaching and calling others to follow him.

This brings us to Paul's famous passage about the body of
Christ. He says, each is a part of the body of Christ, gifted
by the Spirit to bring something unique to the world. Each
of us who follow Christ are invited to live the truth that,
"The Spirit of the Lord is upon me and has anointed me to
bring glad tidings to the poor.

As we celebrate the Sunday of the Word of God, the best
way to discern what God is telling us is to open the
Scriptures and listen to what God is speaking to us. May the
Bible become the fountain and source from which we can
draw strength and refreshment in the daily practice of our
Christian faith.

Pope Francis instituted '"The Sunday of the Word of God' to be
held every year on the third Sunday of Ordinary Time, with the
Apostolic Letter in the form of a Motu proprio "Aperuit illis"
issued on September 30, 2019. The Pope intended it to be a day
dedicated to the celebration, reflection and dissemination of the
Word.

The Sunday of the Word of God is a means to help people
“reawaken an awareness of the importance of Sacred Scripture
for our lives as believers, beginning with its resonance in the
liturgy which places us in living and permanent dialogue with
God.”

The One who is the Word of God has come to speak with us, in
his own words and by his own life. His word consoles and
encourages us. At the same time, it challenges us, frees us from
the bondage of our selfishness and summons us to
conversion. Because his word has the power to change our lives
and to lead us out of darkness into the light.

Pope reminds us, “Each day, let us read a verse or two of the
Bible. Let us begin with the Gospel,” he said: “let us keep it
open on our table, carry it in our pocket, read it on our cell
phones, and allow it to inspire us daily. We will discover that
God is close to us, that he dispels our darkness and, with great
love, leads our lives into deep waters.”
