I am writing this reflection today from the Redemptorist Retreat 
Center, Oconomowoc, where the Archdiocesan priests are    
making their annual retreat. It is not only a time for me to Rest, 
Reflect and Renew, but also a great opportunity to meet and 
share the life with our brother priests, including all our help out 
priests. As one of the new and youngest priests in the group I 
cherish their vast experiences and wisdom in being a good leader 
and shepherd of God’s people. Coincidentally, the theme of this 
weekend’s liturgy is Jesus’ call to his disciples to become 
“servant leaders” like Himself. A timely message for me and my 
brother priests to reflect and renew.  
 
Isaiah in our first reading prophesies about the suffering servant 
who will carry our sins and redeem us from the bondage of sin. 
In the second reading we hear how Jesus, our high priest, offers 
his life as a sacrifice obtaining for us mercy and redemption. In 
the Gospel we hear the teaching of Jesus in response to the    
request of James and John on servant leadership as the Christian 
way.  
 
In recent times Pope Francis showed us through his teaching and 
example how we are all called to be Servant Leaders. I know it 
is a direct message to us priests who are your shepherds to    
imitate the model of Jesus in leading by serving. But is it not true 
also in every context: our families, work places, communities 
and especially in our parishes? Think about all the ministries we 
are called to engage in building our faith community. Every  
ministry we do either in the Church or outside in the name of the 
Lord is participating in the redemptive work He has entrusted us.  
 
During these days of my retreat, I pray for each one of you, all 
our parish family, raising all your needs to the Lord. I pray that I 
may serve you as your shepherd for all your needs. I pray that 
we may all serve each other as one family, caring for one      
another, building the Kingdom of God and witnessing the Joy of 
the Gospel through our lives. Please continue to pray for me that 
I may serve you joyfully always.
