A NOTE FrROM FR.
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“EPHPHATHA - Be OPENED”
My dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ,

Very rarely we get to hear Jesus speaking to us in the Gospel in
his own mother tongue. This weekend we hear those powerful
word of Jesus — “EPHPHATHA”. He is opening our ears to hear
Him and listen to His words. Interestingly Jesus takes the man
away from the crowd before opening his ears and loosening his
tongue. This Sunday as we come away from all the “crowded”
world of our lives to the quite space of our church, let us allow
Jesus to put His finger into our ears.
