Of note: we are actively in conversation with leading researchers including Dr Angelea Perez and colleagues at the
University of Florida to explore academic collaboration and expanding raising awareness of Developmental Visual
Spatial Disorder (DVSD). The proposed reclassification from NVLD to DVSD, potentially entering the next edition of
the Diagnostic and Statistical Manual (DSM) represents a landmark shift and we are proud to be part of the conversa-
tion driving it forward.

Updates Our tech team has been working hard behind the scenes. Here's what's new:

Admin App is Now Live: The admin app is now fully operational and has already received strong educator and clinician
interest to trial the new platform. The platform supports QR code-based testing, candidate management, class crea-
tion, and detailed reporting, all designed to be fast and intuitive for busy educators and clinicians.

iPad optimisation: We've resolved previous screen movement issues and launched a version optimised for iPads and
tablets, giving schools and clinicians greater flexibility in how they administer assessments.

Reporting Enhancements: The reporting system now handles test retakes, result management, and candidate filtering
with improvements to test recordings and reports ready to enhance the user experience.
