On the business and partnerships side, Vis-CAT is actively engaging with potential collaborators and funding bodies in 

both the United States and Australia. Plans are in motion for a visual processing screening trial at a hospital in Kansas 

City, and our application for R&D tax incentives is progressing. 

With these initiatives underway, Vis-CAT is building strong momentum and moving closer to the next phase of trials, 

as well as our mission to improve early detection of visual processing disorders on a global scale.
