If you have found baby birds and can still see the parents, try re-uniting by placing in a
branch off the ground, close to where the parents are. Stand back and observe the parents
come down to the chick. If you can see an injury, do not re-unite, call for advice.

All wildlife when found benefit from being kept warm, dark and quite. After this, reach out to
us and we can give further advice. If you have a local vet you can take injured animals to,
this would be best outcome and quickest for the injured wildlife.
