Welcome to this service of Holy Communion. Thank you for your patience 
as we seek to make this occasion as safe as possible for everyone, both for 
those in the congregation and for those leading the worship. The service will 
be shorter than usual, with no congregational singing, but we hope no less of 
an offering to God of ourselves in worship. 
 
Receiving Communion 
In this service you will be offered the Communion bread only because the 
sharing of the chalice is currently prohibited. We receive this following Jesus’ 
command to do this in remembrance of him. Please wait in your seat until 
a steward asks you to go to the front of the church or the bread is 
brought to you.  
 
Gluten-free wafers  
If you wish to receive a gluten-free wafer during communion please indicate 
this when you approach the Priest or administrant. 
 
Induction Loop 
An induction loop is available in the church for those who are hard of hearing. 
Please turn your hearing aid to the ‘T’ setting.  
 
Retiring Collection  
A collection for the work of the church will be taken at the back of the church 
on your way out. Please leave your gifts on the plate by the door. Rotherham  
Minster has the Goodbox facility if you prefer to give electronically.  
 
Children 
If you have small children, do not worry if they make a bit of noise during the 
service. Unfortunately, we are unable to open our children’s area at this time.  
 
Toilets  
The toilets are open for one person to use at a time in a Covid secure way. At 
St. Paul’s they are near the entrance where you came in. At the Minster, please 
make your way through the Jesus Chapel, across the front of the high altar to 
the vestry and turn left to the toilets.

Please wait in your seat until a steward indicates for you to leave. Please put 
this service sheet on the table at the back as you leave.

Hear the Gospel of our Lord Jesus Christ according to N. 
Glory to you, O Lord.

This is the Gospel of the Lord. 
Praise to you, O Christ. 

Sermon 
Please sit after the opening prayer. 

The Creed 
Please stand. 
 
We believe in one God,  
the Father, the Almighty, 
maker of heaven and earth, 
of all that is,  
seen and unseen. 
 

We believe in one Lord, Jesus Christ, 
the only Son of God, 
eternally begotten of the Father, 
God from God, Light from Light, 
true God from true God,  
begotten, not made, 



of one Being with the Father; 
through him all things were made. 
For us and for our salvation he came down from heaven, 
was incarnate from the Holy Spirit and the Virgin Mary  
and was made man. 
For our sake he was crucified under Pontius Pilate; 
he suffered death and was buried. 
On the third day he rose again  
in accordance with the Scriptures; 
he ascended into heaven 
and is seated at the right hand of the Father.

If you would like a blessing, please bring this booklet 
with you. If you would like a gluten free wafer, please ask for one when you come to 
the administrant. 
 
During the distribution the choir sings a hymn or anthem.

be among you and remain with you always.
