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Youth Development Scholarship

The Youth Development Scholarship (YDS) program was established to provide assistance to students admitted or enrolled in higher educational institutions, who demonstrate academic excellence and strong financial need. YDS awards scholarships to cover tuition costs for one academic year. Applicants are allowed to reapply for as many as three years.

QUALIFICATIONS

To qualify for the scholarship, an applicant must demonstrate academic success with a minimum GPA of 3.0 or the equivalent (high school and current educational institution) in the respective country. The applicant must be 16 years of age or older and be admitted or currently enrolled in a four or five-year higher educational institution.
APPLICATION PROCESS   

All applications must be received by June 30th for consideration for the upcoming academic year. The following is a description of the required documents and the application process.

1. Application Form

- Please complete the following application form (preferably typed).
- Include one photo of yourself. 

2. Essays

Please prepare two brief essays (100 to 200 words) in response to the listed questions.

3. Transcript/Grades

Original transcripts from every post-secondary institution you have attended or are attending must be submitted with your scholarship application. 
4. Certificate confirming enrollment

Please obtain a certificate or another form of official document verifying current enrollment (or acceptance for freshmen).

AWARD

After the application is reviewed by the Board, a brief phone or in-person interview will be scheduled with the applicant. The final award decision will be made within one week of the interview and the applicant will be notified.
DATA PROTECTION

The personal data you provide on this application form and otherwise as part of the scholarship application process will be held and processed for the purpose of the selection processes of the Youth Development Scholarship Fund. The information will be retained only for as long as is permitted by local legislation and then destroyed.
