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In Honor of Polish-American Heritage
Month, The Polish Harvest Celebration —
Dozynki will be celebrated by The Greater
Hazleton Area Polonaise Society on
Sunday, October 26, 2025 at the Mahanoy
City Elks Lodge #695, 135 E. Centre St.,
Mahanoy City. The doors will open at 1:00
p.m. with entertainment by The Shenan-
doah All-Star Polka Band playing from 2:00
p.m. to 5 p.m. There is a $10 cover charge
along with a Food and Bake sale, Cash Bar,
Gift Card Raffle and Polish Pottery sale.

The word Dozynki is derived from the
Polish verb dozynac meaning to cut down
or reap, thus relating to the harvest. Poland
being an agricultural country for centuries
traditionally held harvest festivals on or
about August 15, Assumption Day, known
as the Feast of Our Lady of Harvest.
Owners of large estates or farms would hold
this celebration for the people who worked
during the sowing and reaping.

On the chosen afternoon after the crops
had been harvested, the farm folk of the
village, in their most impressive costumes
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would gather at the manor house. This
group always included the best reapers. A
huge wreath either round or cone shaped
was made of vegetable, fruits, grains, nuts
and streamers of red, and white ribbon.

This wreath was carried by the best reapers,

both male and female and presented to the
owner or Lord of the estate. The village
priest would impart the blessing on the
harvest bounty, represented by the wreath.
After the blessing the village folk responded
with songs of praise to God for the abun-
dant harvest. The owner in turn would treat
his workers with vodka, bread, which was
baked by the hostess, and cheese.

There would be dancing and singing
around the first “snop” or sheaf of wheat.
After this all were invited to a large barn
which was cleared for dancing and a hearty
supper was served by the landlord to all
who participated. This merrymaking would
continue into the hours at dusk when all
would return to their homes.

The symbols of the harvest had meaning:
Wheat - has a twofold representation not

only of the harvest, but also the bread of life
as in Communion with God. Wine - repre-
sents the wine used by Christ at the Last
Supper, the bountiful fruit of the vine.
Cheese - represents the land of milk and
honey or an abundant harvest. Colors —red
and white ribbons or streamers represent
the colors of Poland. Costumes — Polish
costumes are colorful, they include vests for
women with beads onto red, wine blue or
black velvet or suede cloth. The skirts are
made of white cloth with several rows of
colored ribbons for the small girls. Shirts
and blouse are white with long puffy
sleeves. Money — was considered good
luck for the following harvest when a guest
outside of the harvesters would redeem
himself with a monetary gift to the
harvesters.

Warning: Refund Scam Via Texts
By State Rep. Jamie Walsh (R-Luzerne)

Scammers continue to get more sophisticated and dangerous, which
means consumers need to always be on high alert when receiving any texts
or emails asking for personal information. The following is just the latest
scheme being reported in the Commonwealth.

The Pennsylvanians Department of Revenue has issued a warning
about a phishing scam involving fraudulent text messages that impersonate
Revenue officials and attempt to trick recipients into sharing sensitive
personal and financial information.

Similar reports have surfaced in Philadelphia, where the city’s Depart-
ment of Revenue has also seen residents targeted by deceptive texts.
These messages often include links to fake websites and request banking
details under the pretense of processing a refund.

Officials advise all taxpayers to verify the status of their refund only
through official channels. Taxpayers can check the status of their refunds
online by visiting the department’s official online tax hub, myPATH, or by
calling 1-888-PATAXES. Taxpayers will be prompted to provide their Social
Security number and requested refund amount to obtain the current status.

To protect yourself:

Do not click on links from unknown or suspicious senders.

Never share your Social Security number, bank account details or
other personal information via text.

Report suspicious messages or calls to the Department of Revenue
at 717-425-2495, Ext. 72267.

To verify potentially fraudulent contact from the department or to report
suspicious activity, visit revenue.pa.gov.

October is Breast Cancer Awareness Month, with the month serving as
an opportunity to reflect on the progress we’ve made regarding breast
cancer and the work that still lies ahead.

Cancer is the #2 cause of death among women with heart disease
being the first; breast cancer is the second leading cause of cancer death
after lung cancer. Last year in Pennsylvania, an estimated 13,370 women
were diagnosed with breast cancer, according to the American Cancer
Society Cancer Action Network; one in eight women are projected to get
breast cancer in their lifetime.

That’s why early detection is critical. The American Cancer Society says
women have a better than 99% five-year survival rate when breast cancer is
detected at its earliest, localized stage, when treatment is typically more
effective and less extensive. Screening mammograms can detect breast
cancer before you can feel it or before it causes symptoms, leading to
earlier treatment and better outcomes; mammograms have been shown to
reduce breast cancer death by 22%.

Breast Cancer Awareness Month is a great reminder to take action and
talk to your health care provider about breast cancer screening and figure
out what's best for you.

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Remembering the ACS Telethon Pioneers

“Over the years, there have been

countless telethon volunteers and
each and every one earns respect for
taking the time and energy needed to
bring the telethon with its entertain-
ment, education and inspiration to the
public.” explains volunteer Pat Korb.

We have read about three North
Siders liberated from Stalag 7 at
Mossburg Germany in part 3, and Bob
Seitzinger’s first hand account as a
POW in part 4. As Sept is POW/MIA
month we will continue with POW’s
from the northside.

Pfc Anthony Legutko became a
POW of Japan since the fall of
Corregidor in May 1942. He suffered
the Bataan Death march. His sister
Mrs. Michael Danko of Cedar St,
stated he was in fine health and
received some letters, packages and
photos from her. He was being held in
a POW camp in Japan. Pfc Legutko
had served in the Phillipines for
several years prior to the war. He was
one of five brothers who served in
action during World War Il.

Sgt George Znachko, age 38,
was MIA in Italy May12th during the
offensive for Rome on May 4th, 1944.
He went to Europe in Feb. of 1944
with the 85th Inf. Div. and was sent to
the Anzio beachead. He was freed by
the Russians on April 22nd, 1945 after
1 1/2 years of captivity as a POW. He
stated, “God was good to me. He had
me by the hand all the time”. As a
prisoner he was wounded by
shrapnel. He graduated from MMI and
St Mary’s School.

Pfc Mike Dinovic, age 29, of
Ridge St, was captured in France
Sept. 26, 1944, His Armored Div.
fought across France after landing at
Normandy. Mike was freed with fellow
north siders from Moosburg on April
29, 1945. Brothers Pfc John Dinovic
is a Seabee in the Aleutians, Sgt
Dominick is in Virginia, Pvt Louis is

Army in Germany.

Pvt Amos Natalie, age 31 of 719
Walnut St, was captured Dec 21st, 44
in the Ardennes offensive in Belgium
(Battle of the Bulge). Served with the
106th “Lion” Inf Div near St Vith,
Belgium. They challenged 9 on
rushing Divisions of SS and Panzer
Troops at the start of the Bulge. He
was due for rotation in a few days but
was captured. After capture, the
POWSs walked 4 days (38 miles) thru
snow and mud living on ¥z loaf of
bread per day. They slept two nights
on bare ground and were only allowed
to lay flat. No standing or sitting. At
Gerstein Germany, west of Pruem,
they were herded into boxcars to
travel for ten days with no food or
water. On Christmas Eve, they began
singing in their boxcars when they
were bombed and strafed during
“Silent Night” and 9 prisoners were
killed by allied aircraft. They arrived at
Bad-Orb where they slept in wooden
shelters on wooden floors. There was
some straw and each man had a
blanket so they doubled up and if you
found a piece of wood it became your
pillow. It was very cold. In Jan and
Feb 1945, 4 or 5 men died each day
from pneumonia, dysentery, or
malnutrition. He was liberated from
Stalag 9-B at Bad-Orb, 30 miles from
Frankfort on Easter Sunday 1945 by
the 1st Army as they freed 1277
POWs of the 6th Armored Div. from
the Seigenham POW camp located 14
miles from Kassel. Natalie was
examined and flown to Le Havre
France where he was issued new
clothes and then set sail for home.

During his captivity he went from 180#
to 130#. His brother Anthony Natalie
is in France with the 7th armored Div.

Pvt Gordan Fisher, of Birkbeck
St, was Freeland’s longest German
POW. He was captive 26 months from
Feb. 14, 1943 when his field artillery
outfit was encircled by German’s in
the Kasserine Pass in Tunesia, Africa.
He was in Stalag 2-B. Brother Harry
Fisher was in the Navy in Norfolk, Va.

Pfc Albert Goeppert, Age 18, of
809 Walnut St, was listed as MIA April
12th, 1945, but had been a POW for 2
weeks before being liberated. He was
moved from a French hospital to
Indiantown Gap for emergency
surgery. He enlisted May 3rd, 1944.
He served with Patton’s 3rd Army.

Pfc John Howey, entered service
Jan 14th, 1942 and went to England in
Jan 1943. Served in France,
Germany, Luxembourg, and Belgium
with the 22nd Amphibious, 4th Inf Div.
He was twice wounded in action by
shrapnel. He landed in Normandy and
later captured in Cherbourg. Pvt
Howey was POW for several days
until being liberated by G.I.s taking a
French town from the Germans. John
returned to duty where he suffered
shrapnel wounds to the head.

Pvt Joseph Harashak, of 109 St.
James Dr, Youngstown was the 2nd
longest POW. With the 9th Inf Div,
they served in the French Morocco
and Tunisian campaigns of North
Africa. He was captured by the
Germans in April 1943 and was
interred in several POW camps in
Germany. Brother Paul Harashak is
serving in the Pacific with the Navy.

Pvt Arthur Wheeler, of White
Haven. | have little info on Art other
than he was 82nd Airborne PIR
(parachute infantry regiment) and he
dropped into Normandy on “D” Day
June 6, 1944, He was captured the
first day and was a POW until the end
of the war in May 1945.

Other POWs memorialized during
the POW/MIA ceremony each year
are Pvt John Kaschak, Cpl Conrad
Broskoski, Cpl Stephan Novatney,
Pvt Michael DiNoia, Pvt John Sher-
shan, and Cpl John Zabitchuck. |
have no information on these soldiers.

As is the situation in war, many
facts are unknown. S/Sgt James
Corrigan, of 902 North St, was shot
down Dec 3rd 1944 during an aerial
raid on Tokyo. His B-29 Superfortress
failed to return to base. The co-pilot of
his bomber, Col. Richard King
parachuted, was captured and
interred as a POW. He was eventually
returned from captivity at wars end
and there was hope that other crew
members survived. S/Sgt Corrigan
was never located. He had been a
gunner with the 21st bomber
command. Previous, Corrigan served
more than a year as a B-24 Liberator
gunner on anti-sub patrol in England.
He was credited with shooting down
two enemy planes. He was then
transferred to the B-29 in the Pacific.

Chris Long, who recently celebrated his 50th birthday, has a history of many
firsts. He was on the first Hazleton Area Cougars basketball team as a senior
during the 1992-93 season and played in the first game at the brand new HAHS
gym before a capacity crowd of 3500 on December 15, 1992 when the Cougars
defeated Pottsville (66-57). Chris led the Cougars that year in scoring with 582
points and as a Mountaineer, 1037 points for a career total of 1619 points. The

His firm handles approximately $5 billion in assets for both high
net worth individuals and institutions, for advising clients on investments,
cultivating relationships with new clients and managing the proprietary hedge
fund and private equity find for his firm.

Long now resides in Kansas City with his wife, 2 daughters and 2 sons.

He is now Co-owner of the Kansas City Current women’s soccer team along
with his Co-owner and great friend Patrick Maholme, K C Chiefs quarterback,
who both were very instrumental in the building of the recently erected 13,000
seat stadium which is exclusively used for women’s soccer.

The older | get I'm finding it harder
to forget the memories: Whether they
are good memories or bad memories.
Maybe it's crazy, but | don't want to
forget them.

Through
all my years | was able to share so many
with friends. I'm finding it sad to lose the
people | used to share stories with. |
guess I'll keep these and maybe some-
day share them with the ones I've
already said farewell to. They keep look-
ing down on me waiting for me to be on
that next elevator to heaven.

Other memories are carved on
tombstones or left in foreign countries on
beaches, jungles, skies, oceans and in
towns and cities. All veterans are part of
these stories. | found during my life that
almost all people are good. But like a
bushel of apples, there may be one who
will spoil the basket. Some do it on
purpose.

It's a beautiful thing to share a
friendship, or a marriage where you can
multiply the number of friendships.
Friendships can also be spell strength.
Alone you find weakness. | once heard if
you have one true friend you are a
millionaire. | know many rich people
because | tried to be that one person.

There was a short time in my life
when | served in the military. | saw many
millionaires and a lot of strength. | am
proud of that time | were combat boots.
These friendships never go away. Isn't it
nice to have others ask you to play on
their sports teams or just tell you that
they enjoy being with you. To be wanted
this way is a treasure. Love and friend-
ships are priceless. Think about others,
not only yourself and I'm sure your life
will be full of good and not bad.

Share the talents you were given.
Everybody has that special talent. It may
be as simple as listening to a friend. It
doesn't cost much, only good words and
deeds. I've tried to live my life with love
and respect. | see and hear some people
speak louder than the next person or yell
over them. This is no way to make
others believe what is right. If they would
speak softly, maybe everyone would
listen to them.

| spoke of friendship in the military.
The first day | met a boy from Philadel-
phia. His name was Roy Carlin. | knew |
had to ask for his friendship and if |
needed help, | could count on him. Like
me, Roy left a girl waiting at home for 2
years. We trained together in boot camp

and infantry training in California. We
fought side-by-side in Korea, we got very
close as friends. One night as we were
getting shelled, he said to me, "Joe if you
get hit by a shell, | hope I'm there with
you." We both survived the war, came
home and married the girls who waited.
In fact, | was married Thanksgiving Day
in 1953 and Roy married two days later.
We both had three children. But in 2013,
Roy died of cancer in Philadelphia. | had
to say goodbye to him. | went to his fu-
neral in Philadelphia and had the honor
of carrying him to his final resting place.
As a Marine bugler blew Taps, part of me
went into that grave with Roy. This is
what it's all about: Love and Friendship.
| have been asked at times what do
you remember about your war and why
do you write about it. | don't want to
forget what | had to do to live. Everyday
| saw boys killed that never got to see
their families again. They should never
be forgotten. They did things they never
enjoyed but they did them so others
could live. We must never forget them.
Forgetting takes away the honor they
earned. Anyone who believes war is
beautiful is wrong. It's ugly, but full of
memories, prayers, tears and yes, love.
It's the love between the young warriors
that cannot be described in words, but
only in feelings. When one faces death
he has no time to think should | or
shouldn't I. God makes a decision for
him. Maybe it's his time to become an
angel. It's not easy to write about dying.
But, to write about it shows you care
about others. For many years, | tried to
keep all the memories to myself, but one
day, | learned that | had to share them.

While serving on the Honor Guard
at military funerals, each veteran that |
have the honor of helping to send to
Heaven, makes me proud to have said
goodbye to him or her. Do not let those
memories of our loved ones go away.
They are thanking you even though you
can't hear it.

I have been able to contact and
speak with three other Marines who
were in the same oultfit as |. We fought in
the same battles. These Marines are
Wallace Stewart from California, Jim
Barnett from Oregon, and Jack Price
from Montana. Jack passed two years
ago. He marches in God's Army. The
Brotherhood of fellow Marines lasts
forever.

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The Colors of Change: Walking Through October’s Quiet Beauty

There is a moment in early
October when the air starts to feel
different. The evenings become cool
enough to carry the smell of smoke
from a nearby campfire or chimney,
and the mornings arrive with fog like a
quilt over the area valleys. The forests
of northeast Pennsylvania begin to
exhale after the long, hot, and humid
summer. Maples and oaks blaze with
color, and the hillsides display a glow
that signals the peak of fall foliage.

Now is the perfect time to get
outdoors to satisfy your senses. With
each step on the trail, you hear the
crisp sound of leaves crunching
underfoot. The air is cool and crisp,
and life moves with a slower tempo
this time of year. The buzzing of
summer insects is fading, giving way
to the sounds of squirrels and the

distant voices of migrating birds over-
head. October is the time of year
when nature seems to relax and
stretch, giving us its best before it
goes into the long rest of winter.

To walk through the local hills and
valleys in the autumn is to walk
through history as much as through
landscape. The trails, which were
bursting with lush vegetation from late
spring through the summer, have
transformed, now having a completely
different look and feel. Sunshine
floods through the thinning treetops,
turning the green trail corridors into
shades of gold, red, and rust. The low
autumn sun casts long shadows that
soften every detail. Reminders that
come with the change of seasons
surround us, such as the curved
leaves dropping to the forest floor and

the shimmering webs of spiders hit by
a sun that continues to fall in the sky
as we move toward the winter
solstice.

The local trails in the Anthracite
region are exceptionally well-prepared
for this time of year. By the time
October fades away, these trails
emerge transformed. The old coal
haul roads and river trails are now
lined with maple and birch, making
them ideal places for meditative
thoughts while walking in the woods.
A great example is the D. L. & W. ralil
trail near Rockport, a walk here gives
us the chance to follow the bends and
detours of the Lehigh River through
the colorful wooded slopes that line
both sides of the gorge, painted with a
dozen shades of orange and gold.
The air by the river has a faint scent of
pine needles from the trees that
surround the rock cliffs that meet the
path.

On a clear day, the trails on top of
Broad Mountain offer breathtaking
views of the season's colors that
stretch far across the valleys. This
time of year, the wind on top of the
hills becomes even sharper with less
of a natural barrier as the trees shed
their leaves.

Even the smaller parks take on
the characteristics of the season. At
Tuscarora and Locust Lake State
Parks, the lakes are mirror-like,
reflecting the season perfectly. A quiet
afternoon walk around the paths of
either lake can provide an escape
from our busy lives. Make some time
to enjoy these shortened days of
October when the sunlight becomes a
delicate treasure of days that seem to
end too quickly.

The woods of October become
quiet, allowing us to be more alert to
the sounds, colors, and temperatures.
The changes in the air felt when
walking down into a hollow or climbing
a hill into the wind. Acorns are
scattered underfoot, and you may
even encounter the startling drumming
sound of ruffed grouse as you walk.

If you take a hike following the rain,
you will experience the aroma of the
damp leaves along the path. Nature in
the autumn does not shout; it
whispers, and it is well worth listening
to.

This month, if the weekend
forecast indicates clear weather, don't
delay. Put on your hiking boots, pack
a light coat, and head outdoors. Walk
a portion of the D. & L. Trail along the
Lehigh River, or around the lakes at
Tuscarora or Frances Slocum. See
the sights, because this season is not
permanent, but rather short-lived.
You'll be grateful that you took the
opportunity to appreciate the fleeting
moment of brilliance and beauty that
can only be witnessed during autumn
in Pennsylvania.
