James #103
Rid yourself of those fleshly desires 

Pick it back up in James chapter one where we left off RF.
Thank you for all the prayers, kind words and extra support.
As we get back into this teaching of Pastor James we must always acclimate ourselves to the proper historic context.
James was dealing with some issues of arrogance, sins of the tongue and division within his congregation at Jerusalem.
So, he reached out in this teaching to address other Jewish converts from the 12 tribes who were scattered abroad.  
Pettiness, jealousy, judging and prejudice bring incredible problems into the life of a Believer. 
That multiples by 100’s when it happens amongst a group of Christians. 

The resolution is to get back on track with a serious relationship with the mind of Christ, filled by God the HS.
Truthfully, a steady diet of BD and consistent filling power of God the HS brings stability back into the life of a Christian who has fallen away, or is in the midst of these difficult struggles.
Jam 1:19 You know this, my beloved brothers and sisters. Now everyone must be quick to hear, slow to speaks, and slow to anger;

Jas 1:20 for a man’s anger does not bring about the righteousness of God.
You are imputed with the very righteousness of Jesus Christ at salvation.
Yet it does you no good, unless you apply that supernatural union with Christ in your daily walk. 
/Jas 1:21 Therefore, ridding yourselves of all filthiness and all that remains of wickedness, in humility receive the word implanted, which is able to save your souls.\
The same word that saves the soul is the same word that edifies that soul structure in spiritual growth. 
Jas 1:22 But prove yourselves doers of the word, and not just hearers who deceive themselves.

/Jam 1:21 – Therefore putting aside all filthiness;
Apotithēmi pas rhyparia- lay it down, push it aside, the filth or moral decay that brings dishonor. It points to the stain the OSN can bring out when it is allowed room to operate (MAS).\ 
APOTH-OH-NEE – to take away or to take off, to lay aside.
ROOP-PAR-REE-A – a moral filth, that which brings dishonor.
Specifically, the mental attitude sins.
The aorist tense of rhyparia - is used in the plural sense as in several MAS.
The aorist tense meaning that it already exists… that it has happened and has continued to happen.
                       REPEAT
Aorist tense is many times used in a similar fashion as the Greek present tense.
/Jam 1:21 – that remains of wickedness
Perisseia kakia- this shows us the Mental Attitude Sins build up and bring forth evil action. The OSN when left in charge, always brings forth depravity. MAS given room to breathe, turn into trouble and will break moral and even physical laws in your personal life.\ 
PERRI-SIGH-AH, means abundant or to be built up or to bring a profit or a gain. 
KAH-KEY-AH, this is often used in the Koine Greek to point out overt evil. 
The action…the result of the MAS.

MAS left unchecked can have you operating in the OSN at a level that you will become unrecognizable as to who you were just a few short months prior.
You may shock or surprise yourself with how far depravity from the OSN can carry you when MAS run your life.

/Naming and citing known sins (Rebound), is how you adjust to the justice of God when you fall. REBOUND is a technical term for the Believer’s restoration to fellowship and recovery of the filling power of the Holy Spirit. It is the only avenue that allows your Christ-like nature power to shine forth. It gives the ability for your UNION with Christ room to advance.\  
The concept of rebound is found throughout scripture. Rebound must be understood in the light of a relationship with God. Rebound has to do with a temporal relationship with God (fellowship). 
Rebound was a term coined by my spiritual grandfather Col. R.B. Thieme Jr.
As a pastor-teacher you have to keep in mind your job is not to re-invent the wheel.
REBOUND is the only fix for a Christian walking in this flawed and temporal life here on earth.
It was given under God’s grace provisions (40 grace gifts) to help us navigate through this earthly walk. It is designed for advancement in the plan of God and a vital application if you want to head into SM. 
It is part of your Bel-priesthood.
                           REPEAT

In the OT the animal sacrifices were given as the shadow or a typology of the coming Cross of Jesus Christ. They were part of a set of teaching tools for the nation of Israel. God always looks at the heart, not the works of the flesh.
Read Hebrews chapter ten;
/Heb 10:1 For the Law, since it has only a shadow of the good things to come and not the form of those things itself, can never, by the same sacrifices which they offer continually every year, make those who approach perfect.

Heb 10:4 For it is impossible for the blood of bulls and goats to take away sins.\
Jump over to Luke chapter 15 RF.

These are some great examples of what we call rebound for your personal notebook;
/Jer 3:13 Only acknowledge your wrongdoing, That you have revolted against the LORD your God, And have scattered your favors to the strangers under every leafy tree, And you have not obeyed My voice,’ declares the LORD.

Jer 31:18 “I have certainly heard Ephraim grieving, ‘You have disciplined me, and I was corrected, Like an untrained calf; Bring me back that I may be restored, For You are the LORD my God.\
There are actually many examples in the OT & NT yet some of these are great reminders for all of us. 

/Prov 28:13 One who conceals his wrongdoings will not prosper, But one who confesses and abandons them will find compassion.

Prov 1:23 “Turn to my rebuke, Behold, I will pour out my spirit on you; I will make my words known to you.\
God wants us to acknowledge when we fall.
Taking responsibility using your free will is the only way to adjust to the justice of God.
/1Jhn 1:9 If we confess our sins, He is faithful and righteous, so that He will forgive us our sins and cleanse us from all unrighteousness.

Rev 3:19 ‘Those whom I love, I rebuke and discipline; therefore be zealous and repent.
(Lev 26:20-42, Deu 30:1-3, Isa 55:7, Ezk 18:27-28,  Jhn 13:8-10, Act 3:19…etc.\ 
God repeatedly warns HIS children to turn back to HIM…to repent and come back. It is woven from Genesis into the book of Revelation. 
/Gen 2:9 Then the LORD God called to the man, and said to him, “Where are you?” 10 He said, “I heard the sound of You in the garden, and I was afraid  because I was naked; so I hid myself.”

GOD always knows exactly where we are and what we are doing, HE wants us to use our own Free Will to take responsibility.\ 
The man and woman in the garden introduced the first example of chain sinning in Gen 3.
Hiding away after you sin, living in doubt, shame and anxiety. Not coming clean openly and honestly, causes us to continue in one sin after another.
 
That is how we grieve God the HS.  
                       REPEAT
/Gen 3:21 And the LORD God made garments of skin for Adam and his wife, and clothed them.

2Cor 5:21 He made Him who knew no sin to be sin in our behalf, so that we might become the righteousness of God in Him.  (Rom 6:6, Isa 53:5, Rom 8:3, 1Pet 3:18, 1Jhn 2:2…etc.\ 
HE did the work; we make ourselves available to be covered by HIS precious blood. 
We stand up and say – ‘I AM here LORD, forgive me’…HE has you covered. 

/Therefore, Rebound is associated with the doctrine of positional truth. The spiritual death of the Lord Jesus Christ solves the problem of the old sin nature’s area of weakness which produces sins. These sins were poured out on Christ and judged. When a Believer commits a sin, willingly or ignorantly, it was a sin already paid for on the CROSS.\
For the Christian - all sins ultimately point back to our own volition, and that sin was poured out upon Christ on the cross and judged. 
Christ died for the sins of the whole world – we who accept TLJC as Lord and Savior need only wash our feet. This means we acknowledge the dirt we have picked up, we know we need cleansing.
Forgiveness is immediate because the work is already done, yet sometimes repercussions remain.     
                                REPEAT
The ripple effect of your sins may carry forward for a period of time, yet it can be the case of turning a curse into a blessing.
IN LUKE 15- The parable of the Prodigal Son is in relation to a Christian who falls away from GOD, they end up in carnality and then in reversionism. 
Carnality always happens first.
Luk 15:11 And He said, “A man had two sons.

/The parable of the Prodigal Son points us to two Bels – two members of the family. Both fail miserably, yet the father never stops loving them and blessing them. The older brother struggles with arrogance and legalism, while the younger one lacks control over of his lust patterns, which are geared toward immaturity and loose living (licentiousness). This is not a parable about salvation.\ 
Many teachers believe the lost coin just before this in Luke 15:8-10, may also highlight a parable about a Bel’s repentance and not salvation. 

Keep in mind, God never acknowledges Unbels as part of HIS family. 
They are often referenced as hostile and enemies not family. 
/Luk 15:12“The younger of them said to his father, ‘Father, give me the share of the estate that is coming to me.’ And so he divided his wealth between them.

This is reflective of the attitude of Satan and the original man and woman in the garden – dissatisfied (implacable) with what God already gives them. We see the impatient attitude that always seeks for more or what others have.\ 
Notice the FATHER is a perfect gentleman, kind and generous.
HE gives that which the arrogant younger son demands. 

/Luk 15:13 “And not many days later, the younger son gathered everything together and went on a journey to a distant country, and there he squandered his estate in wild living.

It speaks of riotous living, recklessly following lust patterns. He scattered his inheritance over many cosmic system temptations that tickled his lust patterns.\ 

We can assume it was drinking, gambling and chasing wild women, yet we do not have every detail…and you know what happens when we ASSUME we know something!?
Satan has a whole system and a massive army of demonic entities designed to tickle, torment and deceive mankind.
Your personal vices and weakness may be different than someone else’s, yet it does not make it any less damaging. 
/SIN IS SIN in the divine courtroom of heaven; some sins carry more dangerous and long-term damage than others, yet it is all viewed as missing the mark; 
Rom 14:23 But the one who doubts is condemned if he eats, because his eating is not from faith; and whatever is not from faith is sin.
Act 5:1-11, 1Cor 8:7, 2Cor 13:5, Gal 3:11, Heb 11:6, Rom 13:2, Prov 6:16-19)\ 
Do yourself a favor one day and do a private study on these scriptures and then try and justify your own list of what sin you think is better than another sin.

Our flesh loves to justify and categorize spirituality into our own understanding and more specifically, into what we truly want to believe and what feels most comfortable to us.
                               REPEAT
Be careful because that is what is at the core of legalism as well.
Luk 15:14 “Now when he had spent everything, a severe famine occurred in that country, and he began doing without.
/Carnality settles into the life of a Believer when they satisfy the OSN and allow lust patterns to have their way without interrupted repentance. When a Bel suppresses the grieving of the HS and continues without rebound, that is carnality which leads into reversionism. That is when repercussions multiply. \

God the HS will work within you, to keep you aware of sins and evil creeping in. 
Yet once we ignore the repentant warnings, the grieving gets softer and easier to ignore over time.

Your free will is responsible to stay active in the WORD and habitually in the new nature to avoid carnality. 
                           REPEAT
/Rev 3:19 ‘Those whom I love (phileō), I rebuke and discipline; therefore be zealous and repent (metanoeō). 20 ‘Behold, I stand at the door and knock; if anyone hears My voice and opens the door, I will come in to him and will dine with him, and he with Me.\
Those whom GOD loves personally, this is a Believer, I will allow misery or discipline to wake them up. 
And if they TURN BACK, they change their mind, change the course they are heading on, they adjust to MY justice system…then open themselves up to ME again, we will have fellowship.

/Luk 15:15 “So he went and hired himself out to one of the citizens of that country, and he sent him into his fields to feed pigs.

He has now entered into deep backsliding, rapidly walking in reversionism. Aligning himself with the devil’s world.\  
There are no real spiritual answers in the cosmic system…it is a lie and deception.
Satan has a victory when Bels detach from the truth of BD and attach themselves onto cosmic system ideologies and answers. 

Luk 15:16 “And he longed to have his fill of the carob pods that the pigs were eating, and no one was giving him anything.
/Exo 16:3 The sons of Israel said to them, “If only we had died by the LORD’S hand in the land of Egypt, when we sat by the pots of meat, when we ate bread until we were full; for you have brought us out into this wilderness to kill this entire assembly with hunger!”

They had just begun to run out of supplies; they were not in a famine. This was immediate implacable, narcissism – whoa is ME!  \
The pots of delicious meat they received in slavery was what we now call historical revisionism.
