The hesitation of Lot is often the downfall of Christians today. 

Let us pick back up in Genesis chapter 19 RF.
Within this chapter of Genesis, we really see one of the most in-depth looks at the life of Lot, Abraham’s nephew. 
In chapter 18 God warned Abraham that Sodom and Gomorrah would face the wrath of HIS judgment. We know Abraham was able to plead for the removal of his nephew, yet as we study Lot, we notice he is entrenched in the devil’s world. 
Lot and his family have become a cog in the wheel of the demonic city of Sodom. 
/Gen 19:16 But he hesitated. So the men grasped (ḥāzaq) his hand and the hand of his wife and the hands of his two daughters, because the compassion (ḥemlâ) of the LORD was upon him; and they brought him out and put him outside the city.

The deep compassion and mercy of our LORD removed Lot and his family quickly and with incredible speed and strength.\ 
HAZ-ACK, means to seize with violent force and great strength, this is almost like a kidnapping, meaning it was done with an abrupt, violent grab and a removal – a RAPTURE. 
HEM-LAH, points to the mercy of God.
Just as the mercy and compassion of God will remove loser Bels at the time of the future rapture of the body of Christ.

/Notice the hesitation on the part of LOT – he is still infatuated with staying in the devil’s world – the hesitation to stay in Sodom tells us his affection and focus is still not on a renewal of a relationship with God, but on the cosmic system. God will sometimes give us a violent shake up or wake up, to remove us from the lust patterns that have us entrenched in the devil’s world.\    
Gen 19:17 When they had brought them outside, one said, “Escape for your life! Do not look behind you, and do not stay anywhere in the surrounding area; escape to the mountains, or you will be swept away.”

These angels are very serious and they are shouting instructions after they removed Lot’s family from the city.
They are well aware the judgment of God will sweep that region in a hell-fire wrath any moment. 
/The angels who cannot die, have more urgency than LOT! Showing us how deep the stains of the devil’s world can penetrate our soul structure. The grip of the cosmic system and the OSN in authority is incredibly strong. Satan knows the intimacy between his system and the Old Sin Nature is a powerful adhesive. Unbels are victims of this wicked temptation, yet the Bel minus BD in the soul is also a victim to this ploy.\ 
You can never deny the subtleties of this chapter as we have now torn it apart and looked deeper into it.
Lot is completely compromised and falls under the category of loser Believer.

/Gen 19:18 But Lot said to them, “Oh no, my lords!

The Believer in apostasy will always seek negotiation to remain in the flesh even when it is a detriment to their own health or family’s safety.\ 

Gen 19:19 “Now behold, your servant has found favor in your sight, and you have magnified your compassion, which you have shown me by saving my life; but I cannot escape to the mountains, for the disaster will overtake me and I will die;
In essence Lot is saying he has no faith and really, no desire to turn back to God and live a life inside the plan of God.
Lot has his own agenda.

/This town or village named Zoar meaning small or insignificant, may well have been one of the 3 smaller towns on the edge of Sodom and Gomorrah. It was also a pagan culture most likely a culture of BAAL worship would have been present. The life of LOT and this town Zoar are well suited for each other – both are insignificant. \
Though Lot’s life is an important lesson and he has been forever etched in the scriptures, it is more so a lesson on what not to do – a lesson on failure not success.
It is very similar to King Saul as well. Or a man named Ananias, with his wife Sapphira, noted in the NT -  Acts 5.
There are several stories in scripture of what we would call loser Believers.
Gen 19:20 now behold, this town is near enough to flee to, and it is small. Please, let me escape there (is it not small?) so that my life may be saved.”
/Lot was still in the firm grip of compromise with the devil’s world. Instead of making a complete change and turning back to GOD, instead of embracing the full power and plan of God… Lot has compromised himself once again. This will lead to another ripple effect of failure that will touch his family.\ 
Gen 19:21 And he said to him, “Behold, I grant you this request also, not to overthrow the town of which you have spoken.
Notice this town is spared because of LOT. Never let anyone tell you GOD is filled with wrath and unforgiveness, that is a blatant lie! Many people claim the GOD of the OT is different than the God of the NT… it is not so.

Every age or dispensation had certain fulfillments and standards. There may have been greater time restraints back then, but our Triune God is the same yesterday, today and forever (Heb 13:8, Mal 3:6).  
Gen 19:22 “Hurry, escape there, for I cannot do anything until you arrive there.” Therefore the town was named Zoar.
These last two verses speak loudly and clearly to the divine integrity of GOD.

/ In Genesis 18 -Abraham asked God to spare the cities of Sodom and Gomorrah if there were ten righteous found there. There were not ten righteous people, God did not spare the city, but He still answered Abraham’s prayer by bringing Lot and his family out of Sodom. God, bound by His own righteousness and honor (Gen 18:25), waited on this judgment until the few righteous people were rescued. God always abides by HIS word and even in relation to spiritual warfare – there are rules of engagement!\ 

Gen 19:23 The sun had risen over the earth when Lot came to Zoar.
Gen 19:24 Then the LORD rained brimstone and fire on Sodom and Gomorrah from the LORD out of heaven,
Now keep in mind Lot and his wife and two daughters are now safe.
I believe that what happens now, shows us Lot’s wife was never a Believer. 

Gen19:23 and He overthrew those cities, and all the surrounding area, and all the inhabitants of the cities, and what grew on the ground.
/Over the years archeologists have discovered an incredible high sulfur and salt content in this area, actually golf ball size sulfur rocks. Not to mention full skeletons discovered under ancient ruins that suggest a catastrophic event. Most experts agree a type of meteor shower probably hit this area.\
Dr. Titus Kennedy and a Dr. Dino Politishas, recently discovered the ruins and the full skeletons and wrote an article on this subject in 2025.

/Gen 19:26 But Lot’s wife, from behind him, looked back (nāḇaṭ), and she became a pillar of salt.

Written in the Hiphil stem – to show great respect, focus, honor and deep attention or hold in high regard.\ 
NAW-VAT, means not just a glance this has a connation of desire within it. It is the high regard we are to have for the WORD of God.
Lot was probably compromised on every level starting within his own marriage.
He may not have been the final authority in his own house.
                          REPEAT
Remember what Jesus said about this historic judgment. 
/Luk 17:32 “Remember Lot’s wife. 33 “Whoever strives to save his life will lose it, and whoever loses his life will keep it. 34 “I tell you, on that night there will be two in one bed; one will be taken and the other will be left.\
There is strong evidence Lot’s wife was an Unbel.
This points out a time during the Tribulation before the 2nd advent and this also holds a message concerning the Rapture of the Body of Christ. 
Most prophecy is deeply layered as I tell you all the time. 

Gen 19:27 Now Abraham got up early in the morning and went to the place where he had stood before the LORD;
Gen 19:28 and he looked down toward Sodom and Gomorrah, and toward all the land of the surrounding area; and behold, he saw the smoke of the land ascended like the smoke of a furnace.

Pay attention to what the scripture points out – who did GOD want to save?
/Gen 19:29 So it came about, when God destroyed the cities of the surrounding area, that God remembered Abraham, and sent Lot out of the midst of the destruction, when He overthrew the cities in which Lot had lived.

There is a strong sense in this story much like with Noah, that Lot is the main focus, perhaps the only true Believer. Or perhaps the one who had been positive, in Lot’s case, that would have been past tense.\ 
Either way GOD does not leave HIS children behind, whether they are positive or negative, HE recognizes the righteousness of Christ within them.
One of the lessons that is derived from this, is that LOT was a Believer and because of the righteousness of Christ salvation is guaranteed. 
                            REPEAT
/Gen 19:30 Now Lot went up from Zoar with his two daughters and stayed in the mountains, because he was afraid to stay in Zoar; and he stayed in a cave, he and his two daughters.

Possibly Zoar was similar to Sodom and Lot was in a state of fear and panic, so he did not stay after the destruction in that region.\ 
The longer you stay outside of God’s plan and the longer you wallow in misery and discipline, the worse your emotional state becomes.
Remember the 4th and 5th cycle of discipline is a loss of freedom, a loss of identity, emotional and financial or personal devastation. 
You become a victim under enemies and you are scattered into the wind.
                        REPEAT
Lot is now living in a cave in complete emotional revolt of the soul.
/Gen 19:31 Then the firstborn said to the younger, “Our father is old, and there is not a man on earth to have relations with us according to the custom of all the earth (dereḵ 'ereṣ).

Most of the men were not functioning how God designed mankind to produce a family. Sexual perversions, child sacrifice (BAAL) as well as Nephilim bloodline would have prevalent in this region.\ 
DERICK  AIR-ITS, the normal pathway or normal function of how mankind on the earth produces babies.
Not much different than what we have today in America, abortion on demand, same sex marriage and trans-gender ideologies. 
/Gen 19:32 “Come, let’s make our father drink wine, and let’s sleep with him so that we may keep our family alive through our father.”

The daughters were raised in an environment of evil by a weak father. These two could not force LOT to become drunk unless he was already in a position of weakness.\ 
Gen 19:33 So they made their father drink wine that night, and the firstborn went in and slept with her father; and he did not know when she lay down or got up.
Gen 19:34 On the following day, the firstborn said to the younger, “Look, I slept last night with my father; let’s make him drink wine tonight too, then you go in and sleep with him, so that we may keep our family alive through our father.”
This is a two-day bender for LOT. He is completely lost and broken. 
Gen 19:35 So they had their father drink wine that night too, and the younger got up and slept with him; and he did not know when she lay down or got up.
Gen 19:36 And so both of the daughters of Lot conceived by their father.
/Gen 19:37 The firstborn gave birth to a son, and named him Moab; he is the father of the Moabites to this day.

Moab means - of his father, in this case the incest of LOT. The ripple effect of Lot’s lifestyle would bring forth two enemy tribes against Israel. \
Gen 19:38 As for the younger, she also gave birth to a son, and named him Ben-ammi; he is the father of the sons of Ammon to this day.
Meaning son of my people – son of LOT.

This is the legacy of Lot and after this chapter we no longer see LOT or his daughters in scripture. 
We see a mention of him in NT teaching;
/2Pet 2:7 and if He rescued righteous Lot, who was oppressed by the  perverted conduct of unscrupulous         people.

The Apostle Peter is teaching about end time events and GOD’s saving grace.\
The same way Jesus recognized the days of LOT as end time markers. Lot’s the one righteous one mentioned not because he was a spiritual hero – he was a loser Bel.
/Lot’s situation teaches us that a life of worldliness ends in disgrace, fear and isolation. Next, we see Lot’s relationship with his daughters ends in disfunction and degradation from the life of a stained soul inside the devil’s world. Then we Lot’s mistakes and weakness ripple forth in his bloodline bringing forth future ungodliness.\
We must never underestimate the impact of worldliness, love with the devil’s world will touch upon our families. 
/Where we live, the people, the crowd with which we run, what we watch and listen to, how we respond to temptations and wickedness, what we consume habitually - all these things affect where our spiritual walk will go. That affect will spread out in your life touching all corners and relationships at some point.\ 
In Genesis 19:36-38 we see the end result of Lot’s worldliness: future generations of ungodly offspring. 
/The result was Moab and Ammon, two perpetual enemies of Israel. The territory east of the Jordan was a constant battleground, Moab and Ammon would both be set against God’s people, also offering very serious temptations to Israel. Moab’s king would later hire Balaam who counseled them to seduce Israelite men with their women (Numbers 25). \
This is the legacy of LOT – his bloodline we even copulate with some Nephilim bloodline.
/The Ammonites worshiped a god named “Molech.” Part of their religious devotion involved sacrificing their children to their god by throwing them into a raging fire. Israel itself was judged by God for following this detestable practice. Worldliness leads to sins that spread and persist, sometimes for generations. The ripple effect is unknown when it first occurs, yet it is certain to be opposite of God’s plan and HIS people.\
