The tower of babel ends the first age.

You can open in Genesis chapter nine first and then we will bounce into chapters 10 & 11 afterward.

We have seen Satan’s attack on free will beginning in the garden, then continuing with the manipulation of Cain and his offspring.
We noted in Genesis 6 the attack on the divine union of marriage and the stability of a Godly family. 
Now in closing this overview of the age of Gentiles - we will note the attack on nationalism.
Remember once you have corrupted man’s free will, then undermined the institution of marriage, which shakes up the stability of the family – nationalism will begin to crumble next. 
                        REPEAT
All 3 dispensations where mankind has authority, ends with a transitional period of a build-up of satanic opposition and mankind losing its grip on the truth of Bible Doctrine. 
It also shows us GOD sweeping in to save a remanent of Bels and open a new age in a miraculous fashion. 
/All 3 of these dispensations (human authority) have seasons of rebellion and judgment, failing and repentance. They all have a full display of God’s long suffering and mercy, before HE allows a transitional period to bring in a decisive close to that age. The transitional period for the Gentile age – after the flood. The transitional period for Israel began with John the Baptist (Doctrine of Hypostatic union). 
The Church age will have a  transitional period - as the Days of Noah build up to a Rapture.\
The study in the days of Noah begins long before GOD proclaimed the 120 years to build the ark.
The days of Noah as I have taught and I believe, begins in the CA as accurate teaching dwindles and the beast system is slowly erected. 

Those days of Noah will build into a crescendo during the 7 years of Tribulation. 
My personal studies reveal to me, that we get a view of it and even feel it, in the early stages. Perhaps the early birth pangs long before the true birth pains in the Tribulation.

Now look what the first thing Noah does once he is on dry land, is to give praise and worship GOD by the protocol of an innocent animal sacrifice. 
/Gen 8:21 The LORD smelled the soothing aroma, and the LORD said to Himself, “I will never again curse the ground on account of man, for the intent of man’s heart is evil from his youth; and I will never again destroy every living thing, as I have done.

Even during the Tribulation period there is not a total destruction of everything and everyone.\
This is a promise and a reestablishment of mankind’s history through the family of Noah.
/Gen 8:22 “While the earth remains, Seedtime and harvest, Cold and heat, Summer and winter, And day and night Shall not cease.”

Though the world will shift during the 2nd Advent, it returns to a state of perfection, where seasons are rich and full. Therefore, climate change is a non- issue during the history of mankind.\ 
Now pay attention as you go into chapter nine because mankind is now given another opportunity through God’s mercy and grace. 
Judgment happened at the flood; a clean slate is given. Yet this is going to lead into a transitional period. 
Because mankind will once again lose their grip on BD by accepting Satan’s plans as well as following their own lust patterns of the OSN. 
                              REPEAT
The ebb and flow and seasons of dispensations often repeat themselves. 
God re-establishes the truth and the legal decree of a blood sacrifice and the importance of blood in reference to the life energy and life force even in animals.
 
In Gen 9:5 God makes the proclamation and sets the law of capital punishment concerning murder.
NOW - God gives Noah and his sons the same commands several times. 
/Gen 9:7 “As for you, be fruitful and multiply; 8 Populate the earth abundantly and multiply in it.”

The first repeated command after the salvation of the ark – was to create nationalism. This aligns with Gen 10:5.\ 
Noah’s sons were called to spread out and multiple with generations across the world.
Gen 9:9 Then God spoke to Noah and to his sons with him, saying,
Now we can note the first covenant given to mankind. 
Truly any promise of God is a type of covenant. Yet when we see the use of this term covenant it had a blood sacrifice attached to the original meaning.
It had a very powerful, lasting and legal connotation within it.
/Gen 9:9 “Now behold, I Myself am establishing My covenant (bᵊrîṯ) with you, and with your descendants after you;

This was used as a treaty between nations, a legal agreement that Royality used to make a statement blood for blood. We sacrifice this animal together, in agreement and if one breaks this blood oath, a life is due.\
BAY-REATH – it means to cut a deal, in the ancient world it was often used for a legal and binding contract between a king and his people. 
Or used in a peace treaty. They partook of the cutting of an animal, this sacrifice, they did together and ate a meal from the sliced meat. It is where we get the term - to cut a deal, that we use today.  

Gen 9:10 and with every living creature that is with you: the birds, the livestock, and every animal of the earth with you; of all that comes out of the ark, every animal of the earth.
Notice the binding covenant speaks to all God’s creatures. Do you realize killing God’s animals simply for sport breaks this covenant? 
Hunting is designed for the use of the meat and the furs - not a sport for fun.
God approves eating the animal meat and using the skins.
 
The carless slaughtering of animals is a sign of wickedness.

Gen 9:11 “I establish My covenant with you; and all flesh shall never again be eliminated by the waters of a flood, nor shall there again be a flood to destroy the earth.
God will use fire and brimstone in the end times to purge and re-create the earth, for all eternity, that happens after the Millennial reign of Christ. (2Pet 3:7-10)

/Toward the end of the first dispensation, we see God restore mankind with a covenant and a set of commands & promises in Genesis 9. Right after this, we begin a transitional period because rebellion soon follows; 

Gen 9:22 Ham, the father of Canaan, saw the nakedness of his father, and told his two brothers outside.\
I have covered this in detail in the past – to put it mildly, this term in the original context points out a sexual act. 
More specifically, probably a perverted form of sexual dominance, or possibly a rape.
/Lev 18:6-18 covers the terms used here in relation to sexual connotations. This was a father and son assault on the authority of Noah and it was very perverted and aggressive;

Gen 9:24 When Noah awoke from his wine, he knew what his youngest son had done (ʿāśâ) to him. 25 So he said, “Cursed be Canaan; A servant of servants He shall be to his brothers.”\
The Hebrew verb AW-SAW is used here in the Qal stem – meaning something was accomplished. A work or an act was completed upon him. 
Most scholars & teachers believe, myself included - that this was very sexually perverse, aggressive and sadistic. 
It was also a method of trying to overthrow the authority of Noah.

The Canaanites would become known for blood, sacrifice rituals and perverted sexual acts such as homosexuality, pedophilia and even some historians believe – possibly, beastiality. The phallic cult was carried on through this tribe and into their other blood relative tribes, such as the Hittites. 
                            REPEAT
Jump over to chapter ten RF. 
Let us close this today by briefly looking at this transitional period of the Dispensation of Gentiles – we see now that barely one generation removed from the ark and we have rebellion and evil infiltrating the new population.
/Gen 10:5 By these were the isles of the Gentiles divided in their lands; every one after his tongue, after their families, in their nations.

Nationalism was ordained by GOD. Each nation was to be governed by the WORD of God, each having their own culture and national language.\ 
Notice, God did not call mankind to speak Hebrew only.
Gen 10:6 The sons of Ham were Cush, Mizraim, Put, and Canaan.
Gen 10:7 The sons of Cush were Seba, Havilah, Sabtah, Raamah, and Sabteca; and the sons of Raamah were Sheba and Dedan.
It appears there are at least, two sons of Ham who seem to carry on the serpent culture of the line of Cain. Also, they may have had a tainted bloodline of Nephilim DNA in the family tree on mom’s side, that is Cush and Canaan. 
Again, I remind you – before the flood, the whole earth was dominated by the serpent culture of Cain’s descendants and the Nephilim. Many Hebrew scholars believe it was just before the flood, that Noah’s sons got themselves a few brides from this wicked population. 
                            REPEAT
Satan and the fallen angels had infiltrated everyone and everything except NOAH, his wife and three sons.
In Gen 6:8-9, only Noah is the one who is highlighted as having walked with God and viewed as the one true righteous one.
We do not know the bloodline and practices of the wives of the sons of Noah.
/Gen 10:8 Now Cush fathered Nimrod; he became a mighty one on the earth. 9 He was a mighty hunter before the LORD; therefore it is said, “Like Nimrod a mighty hunter before the LORD.”

Nimrod is called – a mighty one (Nephilim) a hunter of men, in many ancient Hebrew writings. Also, he is known to be a Nephilim called Gilgamesh in other cultures.\

Gen 10:10 And the beginning of his kingdom was Babel, Erech, Accad, and Calneh, in the land of Shinar.
Nimrod developed many cities and cultures and probably had many wives and concubines. 

/Nimrod was believed to have rebuilt or refurbished cities, temples and towns that the descendants of Cain and the fallen angels had built. The flood may have damaged and washed away many but basic structures or foundations most likely remained. From the date of the flood until the tower of Babel we can account for 950 - 1,000 years. God in HIS great mercy allows this period, then we see a transition.\  
Gen 10:11 From that land he went to Assyria, and built Nineveh, Rehoboth-Ir, Calah,
Gen 10:12 and Resen between Ninevah and Calah; that is the great city.
We now are going to see who truly built the foundation for not only the tower of babel, but the Babylonian culture itself. 

Let us quickly look over the beginning of Genesis chapter 11;
/Nimrod and his followers building the tower of babel, was the second attempt by Satan to build a one world order. It was an attack on nationalism and it is once again representing man following Satan instead of God. That is what Babylon highlights - the flesh in union with Satan’s agenda.\

Gen 11:1 And the whole earth was of one language, and of one speech.
/Starting in Genesis 9 into Gen 10:5, was the clear command of nationalism with separate cultures and languages. Through the influence of Nimrod’s power and his followers, we see another rebellious wave, similar to that of the line of Cain before the flood. God allows this until there was a threat that the whole of the earth would be infected.\ 
Gen 11:2 And it came to pass, as they journeyed from the east, that they found a plain in the land of Shinar; and they dwelt there.
All of this is territory which was controlled by Nimrod and his army.
Gen 11:3 Then they said to one another, “Come, let’s make bricks and fire them thoroughly.” And they used brick for stone, and they used tar for mortar.

/Gen 11:4 And they said, “Come, let’s build ourselves a city, and a tower whose top will reach into heaven, and let’s make a name for ourselves; otherwise we will be scattered abroad over the face of all the earth.”

This was another attempt at a globalist agenda. Forming independent power & protection away from the plan of God, influenced by a seed of Satan.\
They wanted to become their own gods and follow the gods of the world – Nimrod was a leader of men and also any other Nephilim at this point would have been under his authority.  
They thought the tower would be a protection against another flood. 
They also wanted to reach upward to establish themselves near the clouds of the air – setting themselves up as gods alongside of their king… Nimrod.
Gen 11:5 And the LORD came down to see the city and the tower, which the children of men built.
The LORD came down - is written as an anthropomorphism.
/Gen 11:6 And the LORD said, “Behold, they are one people, and they all have the same language. And this is what they have started to do, and now nothing which they plan to do will be impossible for them.

This would have turned into another form of a demonic one world dominance as it was in the days of Noah.\
Gen 11:7 “Come, let Us go down and there confuse their language, so that they will not understand one another’s speech.”
/Gen 11:8 So the LORD scattered them abroad from there over the face of all the earth; and they stopped building the city.

This was the hand of God preserving what was left of positive Bels and putting an end to the Dispensation of Gentiles.\ 

The name Babel means the mixing of confusion.
The mixing of human works with Satan’s army is always confusion! 
Gen 11:9 Therefore it was named Babel, because there the LORD confused the language of all the earth; and from there the LORD scattered them abroad over the face of all the earth.
