True humility is a system of thinking from the mind of Christ.

Today I will close the message with a few words of encouragement and hopefully, some doctrinal wisdom, to end the year of 2025 and begin the new year of 2026.
Open up in Philippians chapter two today RF.

Keep in mind this is the last message of 2025 and I will be back this Sunday in 2026! 

Our current study on Divine Humility, has opened up the differences between humiliation and cosmic system humility, and what we as Christians should strive for - which is true humility.
/True Divine Humility is the quality or status of being humble as from the nature of Jesus Christ.  It is not “feelings of insignificance and feelings of inferiority”. Nor is it being of “low in rank or low in importance,” none of these definitions relate to true Biblical humility for a Believer. Jesus was never inferior, or walked around in submission and accepting lower rank than everyone around HIM.\
When Jesus accepted what appeared as humiliation, it did not mean HE was living in any form of humiliation or inferiority.
Jesus willingly allowed others to appear superior, or allowed HIMSELF to endure a portion of humiliation for the greater good of others and to fulfill the plan of GOD. Yet HE never accepted a lifestyle of inferiority and humiliation, as a norm and standard of who HE was, in His humanity.

Those who paint the picture of true Christianity as living a life of consistent humiliation, inferiority, poverty and weakness do not understand the person and work of Jesus Christ.

/Humility or being humble in the protocol plan of God is recognition of the authority of our Lord Jesus Christ and submitting to that authority. Humility is recognition of authority. Since the Bible is the mind of Christ, submission to the authority of our Lord is tantamount to consistent post-salvation epistemological rehabilitation. We submit by our daily intake of the Word of God.

If we become neglectful of doctrine, we are in a state of rebellion. 
How you treat Bible study is a direct reflection of what type of humility you have working in your life.
The term post-salvation epistemological rehabilitation is a theological term for the deeper studies of the epistles of the NT. 
It is the only way to train and re-organize your thoughts and wash your mind with the truth of the WORD. All of us have a Human IQ, we have an OSN so after salvation we have to inculcate our soul with the truth of BD.       REPEAT
/Deeper studies into the New Testament teachings and greater depth from the Pauline letters lead us into true grace orientation and humility. These epistles teach us problem solving and mystery doctrine for the Church Age. We have the OT teaching for guidance and warnings, yet are main focus is to become intimate with the teaching of the NT.\
 Scripture interprets scripture and the whole of the Bible is the mind of Christ, therefore we have to learn from Genesis into Revelation. Yet, because we are living in the CA - we become much more intimate with the NT teachings. 
Within Philippians chapter two we see a great set of scriptures teaching us the importance of occupation with TLJC.
There is no greater mind then that of Jesus Christ – there is no greater role model than Jesus Christ. Therefore, what the Apostle Paul touches on here is one of the truly great lessons for a growing Christian to focus on.

It is an incredible lesson on divine humility and where to find it. It is only found or achieved by a Christian who truly focuses on their relationship with Jesus Christ. 
Philippi was a retirement community for the Roman military.
It had a mix of some Jews and Greeks but it predominately was a region that was designed for retired Roman, military men, usually ones of high rank and honour. 

This congregation was located right off the shoreline of the Aegean Sea, about 115 miles northeast of Thessalonica. 
This was a congregation that had discipline and understood the doctrine of authority. 
Because of this they were able to grow and many of the members were able to hold onto levels of maturity.
When you have an organized and balanced life it is much easier to gain spiritual momentum. 
Humility is teachability and that begins with the concepts learned from the doctrine of authority.

/Phl 2:1 Therefore if there is any encouragement in Christ, if any consolation of love, if any fellowship of the Spirit, if any affection and compassion,

This is a statement of fact – a Greek first- class condition (IF and it is true!). Everything is dependent upon our UNION with Christ (IN Christ). It is all true when that union is being nurtured and walked in.\ 
Divine Humility can never come forth from a lifestyle of arrogance, rebellion and apathy. 
/Phl 2:2 make my joy complete by being of the same mind, maintaining the same love, united in spirit, intent on one purpose.

Being of the same mind is not a recipe for the ‘cookie cutter Christian’. It means the mind of Christ is becoming the compass of your soul – This means many different personalities, can have unity of fellowship and similar norms and standards.\ 
This is written in a present tense – keep being of the same mind…keep maintaining this virtue love and keep pressing forward with the intent of SM.

The Active voice points to the Bel’s volitional responsibility. 
Never buy the lie that all Christians have to be the exact same.
All 12 apostles had different personalities yet all shared the mind of Christ.
All the pastor-teachers ordained under the apostles had different weaknesses and different strengths…all with different personalities.
Yet they all had the same goal of accuracy of BD – the mind of Christ.

This is simply put, as occupation with the LORD Jesus Christ. This happens at higher levels of maturity. 
Phl 2:3 Do nothing from selfishness or empty conceit, but with humility consider one another as more important than yourselves; 
Let me put the Amplified version up here, to show the depth of what the Apostle Paul is teaching about, which is higher levels of SM.
/Phl 2:3 (Amp) Do nothing from factional motives – through contentiousness, strife, selfishness or for unworthy ends – or prompted by conceit or empty arrogance. Instead, in the true spirit of humility (lowliness of mind) let each regard the others as better than and superior to himself – thinking more highly of one another than you do of yourselves.\
The true spirit of humility is not a lifestyle of humiliation and inferiority. It is a thought process that is removed from selfishness, strife and any form of arrogance. 
What you think in your heart - where your seat of knowledge is gathering all this information…that is what the focus is on.  

These are things that interfere with having the right mind-set to grow into spiritual humility. 
/Phl 2:3 – selfishness (eritheia); meaning easily provoked, contentious or self- centered, hypersensitive. Those who can not work with or socialize without conflict.  
Empty conceit (kenodoxia); meaning vainglory, a high level of vanity and self- importance. Narcissism and inordinate pride.\   

ERIE-THIGH-AH, actually has a meaning of one who brings strife. It was used when two or more people had to work together and they could not communicate, or finish the job because of personality conflicts. One person is always seeking the glory, or looking for a short cut which brings problems for the other people on the job.
KEN-AH-DOX-SEE-AH, speaks about the person who is enamored with themselves. They are driven by what they want and how they will prosper, even at the expense of others. 

/We are called into having a mind of humility not humiliation and an inferiority complex.
 Phl 2:3 – with a humility of mind (tapeinophrosynē); meaning having a grace orientation about self and others. A proper context of thoughts on life, self and others, related to God’s grace and the modesty we are all called to walk in.\ 
TAP-AH-SO-NOON-AY, really points to grace orientation. You are not thinking lowly or highly of yourself, you trust in God and live in HIS grace plan. 
You apply God’s grace to yourself and others in your periphery. 
                         REPEAT
Then you can have the strength of character, to regard other people above your own selfish needs at every turn in life.
This again is what I call a skill set – it is learned, not forced or faked. 

/What the Apostle Paul is referencing is reaching higher levels of Spiritual Maturity and being prepared to walk in ‘No-Man’s land’ into super-grace maturity and beyond. Hypersensitivity, self-importance and arrogance were not found in the person of Jesus Christ. He was the epitome of masculine strength, selflessness, grace and love (agape’). He was never cowardly, selfish or filled with insecurities. \    
 
The Apostle Paul is actually asking these mature Bels at Phillipi, to follow him forward into super grace maturity. 
Did you know one of the most generous congregations was the church at Phillipi? Even when Paul was imprisoned they kept supporting him.
Phillipi was one of the main reasons the Apostle Paul could comfortably go into ministry full time and give up tent making as a trade.

I myself, am blessed with some Phillipi members of this ministry as well.
Many other Believers benefit because a handful of serious students support the teaching of the WORD. 

This is unfortunate, yet very common in the plan of GOD – the minority support the majority.
Phl 2:4 do not merely look out for your own personal interests, but also for the interests of others.
Phl 2:5 Have this attitude in yourselves which was also in Christ Jesus,
That is our only role model.

You know I want to end this year with some personal thoughts and scriptures. So, we will pick it back up here on Sunday January 4th - where we will also partake of the Lord’s Supper.

You know…at this last Bible Conference in Texas, I pulled aside a person who has been extremely generous in supporting this ministry from the very beginning, actually he and his wife.

I tried to thank him… and he immediately interrupted me, and said it was all about the WORD of GOD.
It was the calling upon he and his wife to support the truth and get it out to a lost and dying world. 
That is basically what he was saying to me, no need for a thank you… or any recognition at all.  
Most of the members of this ministry have this exact attitude and it is impressive and truly humbling.
 
I want you all to know my wife and I keep you folks in our prayers. Many of you have become our close friends…brothers and sisters in Christ, in a true sense of that statement. 
Many of you are to me…what the congregation of Phillipi were to the Apostle Paul.
I want to close out this year of 2025 with a few scriptures and thoughts for you…my congregation, my faithful friends and Royal Family members;
/Phl 1:3  I thank my God in all my remembrance of you, 4 always offering prayer with joy in my every prayer for you all, 5 in view of your participation in the gospel from the first day until now. 6 For I am confident of this very thing, that He who began a good work among you will complete it by the day of Christ Jesus.\
This is the way I truly feel about you my Royal Family.
I am very confident that we have winner Bels and invisible heroes, those we will recognize someday in eternity, those who are in this small but mighty ministry. 

/Heb 10:23 Let’s hold firmly to the confession of our hope without wavering, for He who promised is faithful; 24 and let’s consider how to encourage one another in love and good deeds, 25 not abandoning our own meeting together, as is the habit of some people, but encouraging one another; and all the more as you see the day drawing near.\

This past year we covered a lot of doctrine. You received information and older notes that date back into 2013 or 2014, some principles and hard truths that I had held back until now.

Because we are heading into a much more difficult time, much greater confusion and attacks are just ahead. Attacks on good theology, on solid eschatology are about to increase.

I believe this… and that is why you must stay the course and stay informed to what the Spirit is saying to the Church. 
/1Thes 5:11 Therefore, encourage one another and build one another up, just as you also are doing.

Heb 3:13 But encourage one another every day, as long as it is still called “today,” so that none of you will be hardened by the deceitfulness of sin.\
There was an agenda 2020 for America, that I believe is now agenda 2030 – this agenda is already laid out and planned for decades and decades – possibly 75 years or longer.
It is a plan by Luciferians and wicked forces - spiritual entities of the darkness.
Bloodline families of very elite groups who have had a hidden hand in history going back to the time of Nimrod or before. 
America became a target after its birth in 1776. My wish is that you do not lose heart, nor lose interest in the accuracy of the WORD.
Because the lies and counterfeits are coming hot and heavy in 2026 and beyond.
/1Tim 1:3 Just as I urged you upon my departure for Macedonia, to remain on at Ephesus so that you would instruct certain people not to teach strange doctrines, 4 nor to pay attention to myths and endless genealogies, which give rise to useless speculation rather than advance the plan of God, which is by faith, so I urge you now. 5 But the goal of our instruction is love from a pure heart, from a good conscience, and from a sincere faith.\
