Thank you for expressing an interest in applying to work within the St Ralph Sherwin Catholic Multi-Academy Trust 

(CMAT). As CEO, I want to provide you with an introduction to our Trust and to give you a flavour of what working 

within our Trust would be like. 

Firstly, you do not need to be a Catholic to work in our Trust. There are certain reserved positions, which require 
someone to be Catholic, i.e. CEO, Headteacher, Deputy Headteacher, Subject Leader/Head of RE and Lay Chaplain 
but other than that a respect for our ethos and a willingness to participate in what we do is all that is required. 

Everybody who works within our Trust, in a school or central offices is in some way a teacher. Whether you are the 
headteacher, a classroom teacher, receptionist, cook, cleaner, caretaker, HR or Finance manager/assistant you 
have an impact on the children we serve.

As CEO of the Trust I understand the huge responsibility I have to ensure that every child and young person bene-
fits from the establishment of this new Trust.

We are committed to providing the highest quality of education for 
every child and young person we serve. 

We have a vision for our Trust that goes beyond our individual academies and that changes our perceptions from 
my academy to our academy. Working together through the Trust, each academy will benefit educationally from 
the expertise within the Trust as a whole and practically from the services procured and provided centrally. By for-
malizing the links between secondary and primary schools we will provide a stable, challenging and consistent edu-
cation through the phases to those pupils and families we serve. Our Trust will be a dynamic entity, which will grow 
and adapt with those who are working and learning within it. It will respond to the needs of its community while 
adhering to the Catholic principles upon which its member academies are founded. 

We have been given a wonderful opportunity to shape the future of Catholic education for around 8,000 young 
people who attend our schools across the Trust.

Our school has a prime location in Eastwood having the advantage of two hard play areas with additional playtime 
apparatus, two playing fields and extensive landscaped grounds. The children are actively involved in maintaining 
their pleasant environment through classroom and extra-curricular activities.  

Currently there are 208 pupils at The Priory Catholic Voluntary Academy, accommodated in seven classrooms a 
well-equipped library and Assembly/P.E. hall. We also have a room which is used for our after school provision.   

Key Stage One comprises 3 classrooms incorporating cloakrooms and newly refurbished toilet areas. There are 
also areas with wet play facilities.  

The Key Stage Two block comprises of four classrooms, with two shared arts and crafts preparation areas, togeth-
er with cloakrooms and toilets. Whole school assemblies and liturgies are held in the hall, to which parents and 
friends are invited. 

The school underwent a successful Ofsted in November 2018 and was awarded ‘Outstanding’ during the Canoni-
cal Inspection during June 2015. 

We are a small primary school with an excellent reputation within the local community.  We are seeking to appoint 
an excellent and inspiring classroom Teaching Assistant, who thinks children are wonderful, has high expectations 
and standards; and who finds a primary school an exciting place to work.
