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Jesus gives his disciples a very clear objective right before his ascension 

into heaven. In Matthew 28:18-20 he says, “All authority has been given to 

Me in heaven and on earth. Go, therefore, and make disciples of all na-

tions, baptizing them in the name of the Father and of the Son and of the 

Holy Spirit, teaching them to observe everything I have commanded you. 

And remember, I am with you always, to the end of the age.”  

 

Sometimes we read that and think that is the job of the pastor and elders 

or church leadership to make disciples and yet, every follower of Christ is 

supposed to be reproducing. Without reproduction things eventually stag-

nate and die. The involvement in the Great Commission is for people from 

all walks of life and from every geographical location.  

 

Women from around the district will be gathering for Fall Refocus this 

weekend and learning the importance of making disciples. They will how to 

do that in their own context. Regardless of our church position and our life 

circumstances, we are to look around us, develop relationships with non-

believers, share our faith with others and continue the Great Commission 

that Jesus gave to His original disciples.  

 

How are you at doing that? Who in your life can you take under your wing 

and begin to meet with on a regular basis to encourage, disciple and help 

them to go deeper with Christ? Could it be a co-worker, neighbor, family 

member, friend, younger woman at church or fellow community volunteer? 

Discipleship takes intentionality, it requires patience and it takes prayer 

and asking the Holy Spirit to reveal who it is that He wants you to reach 

out to. It also requires us wanting to go deeper and grow in our own faith. 

 

Begin the process by looking around, praying and then developing a rela-

tionship. Alliance Women seeks to connect women for Kingdom impact 

and that is only done as we continue the work that Jesus gave those who 

follow Him.
