Additional shavings are available at $9.00 per bag.  Show off trailer fee $10.00 per horse. RV hook-ups are $45.00 one night, more than 1 night $35 per night (water &electric only) with 60 hook-ups.

Owners of senior stallions (3 yrs. & older) must present a Certificate of Veterinary Inspection for cryptorchidism to show management prior to participating in an AMHA approved show. A check/money order for payment sent to Show Manager, Laura Mullen.  Checks made payable to: Old Dominion Miniature Horse Club.  Entries postmarked after the pre-entry deadline will be assessed a post-entry fee of $5.00 per class.  Judges Evaluation Cards will be available in the Show Office and are voluntary.  Gelding status must be

reflected on the registration papers.
