Stalls will be a flat rate of $70.00 and includes one bag of shavings. (PLEASE pre-order shavings. NO outside shavings allowed).   Only one horse per stall is allowed.  Additional shavings can be purchased for $9.00 per bag.  Show off trailer fee $10.00 per horse. RV hook-ups are $45.00 1 night, more than 1 night $35 per night (electric and water only) with 60 hookups available.

Out-of-State horses should bring a negative coggins report (within one year) and a health certificate within 30 days or the Equine Interstate Event Permit. A check/money order for payment sent to Show Manager Laura Mullen.  Checks made payable to Old Dominion Miniature Horse Club.  Entries postmarked after the pre-entry deadline will be assessed a post-entry fee of $5.00 per class.
Show Policy:
Evidence of any cruelty, abuse or inhumane treatment to a horse, in or out of the ring, will not be tolerated by the
