“Through the experi-
ences the characters must
navigate, and their strug-
gles in finding their way,
I wanted those readers to
understand the hope that
awaits on the other side,’
he said.

Prior to its release, “The
Promise of Unbroken
Straw” received positive
reviews from outlets in-
cluding Readers’ Favorite,
Midwest Review and The
US Review of Books.

Steele holds degrees
in civil engineering from
Oklahoma State Univer-
sity and MIT. “The Prom-
ise of Unbroken Straw” is
his debut novel. He resides
in Colorado with his wife,
Cathy, of 41 years, and his
days are filled with skiing,
pickleball, golf, hiking and
all that the mountains
can offer.
