The Kingsbury County Board of County Commissioners met Tuesday, October 18, 2022, at 8:30 A.M. in the Courtroom of the County Courthouse with Commissioners Doug Kazmerzak, Steve Spilde, Roger Walls, Kyle Lee and Corey Lundquist present. Chairman Kazmerzak presided.
Attending via Zoom were Tammy Anderson - Director of Equalization, Michelle Longville- Treasurer, Cindy Bau- Emergency Manager, Sheriff Strande, and Amy Halverson- Kingsbury Journal.
PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE

Those present stood and recited the Pledge of Allegiance.

APPROVE AGENDA
Motion by Lundquist and seconded by Walls to approve the agenda. All present voting aye. Motion carried.
MINUTES

Motion by Spilde and seconded by Lee to approve the minutes from October 4, 2022. All present voting aye. Motion carried.

PUBLIC COMMENT

Chairman Kazmerzak asked for public comment. There was none.
CONFLICT OF INTEREST

Chairman Kazmerzak asked the Board if there was any conflict of interest. There was none.
OPEN DISCUSSION
The Board discussed the election process with the auditor.

HIGHWAY

Kazmerzak provide an update on highway matters.
ROAD LEVY 

Echo Steffensen, Auditor, read the following resolution:
RESOLUTION TO IMPOSE TAX FOR COUNTY ROAD & BRIDGE RESERVE LEVY 

RESOLUTION 2022-22

WHEREAS, PER SDCL 10-12-13, the Kingsbury County Board of Commissioners may levy an annual tax as a reserve fund to be accumulated and used for the purpose of maintaining, repairing, constructing, and reconstructing roads and bridges as follows:

(1) A levy not to exceed one dollar and twenty cents per thousand dollars of taxable valuation, if the total taxable valuation of the county is one billion dollars or less; or

(2) A levy not to exceed ninety cents per thousand dollars of taxable valuation, if the total taxable valuation of the county is more than one billion dollars but less than two billion dollars: or

(3) A levy not to exceed sixty cents per thousand dollars of taxable valuation, if the total taxable valuation of the county is two billion dollars or more.

Moneys in the fund may be expended in the laying out, marking, maintaining, constructing, and reconstructing of roads and maintaining, constructing, and reconstructing of bridges, under the jurisdiction of the Kingsbury County Board of Commissioners.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Kingsbury County Board of County Commissioners chooses to implement the tax levy allowed by SDCL 10-12-13 for Road & Bridge improvements.  A County Road & Bridge Reserve levy of $.70 per thousand with 75% retained at County level and 25% of the money raised by the levy made pursuant to SDCL 10-12-13 within said municipality per SDCL 10-12-14, will be applied to 2023 taxes payable in 2024.  This action has been taken by the Kingsbury County Board of Commissioners and approved by at least a two-thirds vote of the Board.  This decision may be referred to a vote of the people upon a petition signed by at least 5% of the registered voters in the district and filed with the governing body within twenty days of the first publication of this decision. 

FURTHER BE IT RESOLVED, unless this action is referred to a vote of the people and reversed by such vote, this resolution authorizes the county auditor to spread a $0.70 per thousand Road & Bridge Reserve Levy to raise tax dollars allowing for percentage increases from inflation and new construction in subsequent years as allowed by SDCL 10-12-13.

Motion by Walls and seconded by Spilde to accept and adopt Resolution 2022-22 and for Chairman Kazmerzak to sign the same. All present voting via roll call. Kazmerzak – aye, Lee – aye, Walls – aye, Lundquist – aye and Spilde – aye. Motion carried.

APPROVE CLAIMS

Motion by Walls and seconded by Lundquist that the following claims presented to the Board for consideration be approved and the County Auditor be directed to issue warrant checks for payment of same. All present voting aye. Motion carried.

Steffensen informed the Board she had applied for funds available through the American Rescue Plan Act of 2021 from the Local Assistance and Tribal Consistency Fund in the amount of $100,000.00. The 1st half of $50,000.00 has already been received and the second half will be funded after the end of the year

ORDINANCE 65- 2nd Reading
Steffensen read the following proposed ordinance

ORDINANCE 65

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING KINGSBURY COUNTY ORDINANCE #45, AN ORDINANCE ESTABLISHING ZONING REGULATIONS FOR KINGSBURY COUNTY, SOUTH DAKOTA, AND PROVIDING FOR THE ADMINISTRATION, ENFORCEMENT, AND AMENDMENT THEREOF, IN ACCOURDANCE WITH THE PROVISIONS OF CHAPTERS 11-2, 1967 SDCL, AND AMENDMENTS THEREOF, AND FOR THE REPEAL OF ALL RESOLUTIONS AND ORDINANCES IN CONFLICT THEREWITH.

BE IT ORDAINCED by the Board of County Commissioners of Kingsbury County, South Dakota: that Chapter 4.01, Section 4.01.02 Conditional Uses adopted by Ordinance 45, as amended, of the Zoning Ordinance of the Kingsbury County be amended by adding language in bold and underline font:


37. Private Campgrounds provided they meet the requirements of Chapter 5.34.

Motion by Spilde and seconded by Lundquist to approve and adopt Ordinance 65. All present voting via roll call. Kazmerzak – aye, Lee – aye, Walls – aye, Lundquist – aye and Spilde – aye. Motion carried.

AUDITOR

Steffensen, reviewed information on purchasing car wash packages from Nimble Car Wash, De Smet with the Board. The Board asked Steffensen to contact the Local Zip in Arlington for information. The matter was tabled until this information is obtained.
Steffensen discussed the Emergency Manager’s phone with the Board. Cindy Bau, Emergency Manager, uses her personal cell phone for apps that are required for her position. Steffensen asked the Board if the County should consider providing a cell phone to Bau for County business. No action was taken.

Steffensen informed the Board the Director of Equalization Clerk had completed the 6-month probationary period and requested approval of a .50/hr. pay increase.
Motion by Lee and seconded by Spilde to increase the Director of Equalization Clerk’s rate of pay by .50/hr. All present voting aye. Motion carried.

RISTY BENEFITS

Mike Emery with Risty Benefits presented health insurance options to the Board for their consideration. No action was taken.
EXECUTIVE SESSION

Jacob Bies, AFSCME Council 65 Labor representative, requested to move into Executive Session for contract negotiations.

Motion by Lee and seconded by Lundquist to adjourn from regular session and move into Executive Session for contract negotiations at 11:09 A.M. All present voting aye. Motion carried.

Motion by Lee and seconded by Spilde to adjourn from Executive Session. Chairman Kazmerzak declared the Board out at 11:50 A.M.
EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT
Cindy Bau, Emergency Manager, met with the Board to update them on Emergency Management matters. 
Bau presented a request to use some of the Dakota Access Pipeline funds to help pay for a speaker for first responders on PTSD.
Motion by Spilde and seconded by Lee to approve the request to use $1500.00 of the Dakota Access Pipeline donation to help pay for said speaker.  All present voting aye. Motion carried.

Bau stated several County employees had approached her about active shooter training. Bau provided information on ALICE- Alert-Lockdown-Inform-Counter-Evacuate- training she had taken part in. Bau stated it would be a good training for County employees and will put the County on the list for a future training date.
Bau informed the Board that Severe Weather Awareness Day is October 26, 2022.

Bau requested to move into executive session for personnel.
The request was denied until a later date.
AUDITOR

Steffensen presented for approval an application for the renewal of a liquor license for Mathews Store.
Motion by Lee and seconded by Lundquist to approve the renewal of a liquor license for Mathews Store and for Chairman Kazmerzak to sign same. All present voting aye. Motion carried.

Motion by Walls and seconded by Lee to adjourn from regular session and move into Executive Session for personnel at 12:19 P.M. All present voting aye. Motion carried.
