The Kingsbury County Board of County Commissioners met Tuesday, January 

20, 2026, at 8:30 A.M. in the Courtroom of the County Courthouse with 

Commissioners Kyle Lee, Roger Walls, Corey Lundquist, Steve Spilde and 

Troy Nelson present. Chairman Lee presided. 

 

Attending via Zoom were Amy Halverson- Kingsbury Journal, Erin Rusher – 

Deputy Treasurer, Tammy Anderson – Director of Equalization, and Kristen 

Longville – Emergency Manager.

COLLIERS SECURITIES AND CIVIL DESIGN 

Toby Morris, Colliers Securities and Andreq Kangas, Civil Design presented 

contracts to the Board for approval and for the Chairman to sign. 

 

Morris provided a recap of the process so far to create the Tax Increment 

Financing (TIF) district for improvements to 425th Ave. 

 

Kangas provided the board with an estimated schedule for the project. The 

plan is to have the final plans and bid documents to the Highway 

Superintendent for review this week, advertise for bids for 2 weeks 

starting next week with a possible bid opening on February 15, 2026 and 

awarding on February 17, 2026. 

 

Morris reported with this schedule in place he would need to move forward 

with requesting closing documents on the bond from the bank. 

 

Chairman Lee informed Morris and Kangas he would defer action on the 

contracts to allow the Board to discuss with Todd Wilkinson, Deputy States 

Attorney, later in the meeting. 

 

 

UNION CONTRACT

due to an error in value and the 2025 due in 2026 taxes also needed to be 

adjusted to that value.

Anderson provided an update on values and requested to set the 

Equalization Boards to April 15, 2026, starting at 8:30 A.M. 

 

 

MILLS PROPERTY MANAGEMENT 

Chad Ebsen, Mills Property Maintenance Foreman, met with the Board to 

provide updates on maintenance matters. 

 

Ebsen informed the Board he had requested a bid from Active Heating for 

replacing the compressor versus the entire unit of the heating unit in the 

Director of Equalization office and jury room. He also reported they are 

looking into a possible cause of why the compressors are failing. 

 

 

HUMAN RESOURCES 

Jessica Bingham, HR Consultant, requested to move into executive session 

for personnel.
