July 16, 2024
The Kingsbury County Board of County Commissioners met Tuesday, July 16, 2024, at 8:30 A.M. in the Courtroom of the County Courthouse with Commissioners Kyle Lee, Steve Spilde, Roger Walls, Corey Lundquist, and Troy Nelson present. Chairman Lee presided.
Attending via Zoom were Amy Halverson- Kingsbury Journal, Michelle Longville – Treasurer, Cindy Bau – Emergency Management, and Sheriff Strande.
Chairman Lee called the meeting to order.

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE

Those present stood and recited the Pledge of Allegiance.

AGENDA
Chairman Lee asked if there were any additions or changes to the agenda. There were none.
Motion by Lundquist and seconded by Spilde to approve the agenda. All present voting aye. Motion carried. 

MINUTES
Chairman Lee asked if there were any corrections to the July 2, 2024 minutes. There were none.
Motion by Spilde and seconded by Lundquist to approve the minutes of July 2, 2024.  All present voting aye. Motion carried.
PUBLIC COMMENT

Chairman Lee asked for public comment. There was none.

Chairman Lee asked the Board if there was any conflict of interest. There was none.

OPEN DISCUSSION

Commissioner Nelson attended the Contract Law meeting with the cities and reported the cities want to attend the Commission meeting on August 20, 2024 for further discussion.
HIGHWAY

Dave Sorenson, Highway Superintendent, met with the Board to discuss highway matters.

Sorenson discussed the Highway 2025 budget request with the Board.

MID-DAKOTA RESOLUTION

Echo Steffensen, Auditor, requested the Board rescind Resolution 2024-10 for Mid-Dakota Water as the necessary notices were not published or sent to the required recipients.

Motion by Lundquist and seconded by Spilde to rescind Resolution 2024-10.

All present voting aye. Motion carried.

Steffensen read the following resolution for Mid-Dakota Water:

KINGSBURY COUNTY, SOUTH DAKOTA 

RESOLUTION NO. 2024-14
Resolution No.2024-14 granting Mid-Dakota Rural Water System, Inc., a county-wide authorization for the purpose of constructing, operating, and maintaining the Kingsbury County portion of the Mid-Dakota Rural Water System.

Mid-Dakota Rural Water System, Inc., has heretofore applied to the Board of County Commissioners of Kingsbury County, South Dakota, for authorization to construct or lay its water pipeline on, over, across, or under public highways and rights-of-way for the purpose of providing rural water service in Kingsbury County, South Dakota, and elsewhere in the Mid-Dakota project area.  Notice was duly given by mail of the application of Mid-Dakota Rural Water System, Inc. to all persons, firms or corporations owning or operating electric, telephone, or telegraph lines within Kingsbury County, South Dakota, in compliance with SDCL 31-26-13.  All comments received were considered by the Kingsbury County Commissioners.  This Resolution was adopted pursuant to SDCL 31-26-25 by the Board of County Commissioners of Kingsbury County, South Dakota, at a regular meeting which was held in the Commissioners’ room in the Courthouse in the City of De Smet, Kingsbury County, South Dakota, on the 16th day of July, 2024.  All Commissioners were present.  This Resolution was published in an official newspaper for this County on July 24, 2024, and became an effective Resolution on August 13, 2024, as it was not suspended by operation of a referendum.  After discussion, the following resolution was assigned number 2024-14 and upon motion duly made, seconded, and carried was unanimously adopted:


BE IT RESOLVED that the Mid-Dakota Rural Water System, Inc., a corporation, shall be allowed and permitted to run an underground pipeline for transmitting water for all purposes for which said corporation was formed along any and all public rights-of-way, including all rights-of-way between all sections in Kingsbury County, South Dakota, so long as said transmission and distribution pipe is buried so as not to interfere with the building of any roads or causing any liability to the County.


BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Mid-Dakota Rural Water System, Inc., a corporation, shall bear the expense of all subsequent movement of the pipeline, if such is required by Kingsbury County.


BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that when the pipeline is installed in the public right-of-way, such right-of-way shall be restored to as near its original condition as is practical with normal construction methods.


BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the installation of such pipeline and appurtenances in the public right-of-way shall conform to plans and specifications to be submitted to the County, prior to construction, for review and comment, and said plans shall include the following conditions:

1. Notice Prior to Starting Work:  Before starting construction work the County Road Superintendent or other designated employee of the County will be notified at least 48 hours in advance of the time work is to begin.

2. Minimum Interference with Traffic:  All work will be planned and carried out so as to minimize inconvenience to the traveling public.

3. Storage of Material:  No material shall be stored within eight (8) feet from the edge of pavement or travel way or within the shoulder line unless otherwise approved by the County Superintendent.

4. Clean up Right-of-Way:  Upon completion of work, litter will be removed and the right-of-way left in as presentable a condition as before work started.

5. Care of Drainage:  If the contemplated work interferes with established drainage, provisions will be incorporated in the project during construction to maintain normal drainage.

6. Location Plans:  Upon completion of the work a copy of the recorded drawings will be furnished to the County for their records and use.

7. Maintenance:  The pipelines and appurtenances placed in the County right-of-way will be maintained and reasonable care exercised in inspecting and repairing any portion of the right-of-way which occurs as a result of the operation and maintenance of the pipelines and appurtenances.

8. Paved and FAS (Future Paved) Roadways:  Pipelines installed perpendicular to asphalt or concrete paved roadways will be installed by boring or jacking methods or by an open cut.  Pipelines installed longitudinally in a right-of-way will be by an open cut.  Minimum of one-half of paved surfacing will be left clear and open to traffic at all times.  All lanes will remain clear and open during the hours of darkness.

9. Graveled and Other Roadways:  Pipelines installed transversely or longitudinally in a graveled or other road right-of-way will be by an open cut method.  Roadways may be closed during construction for crossings provided detour signing is maintained.  All lanes will remain clear and open during the hours of darkness.  Pipelines installed longitudinally in a right-of-way will be by an open cut.

10. Depth of Pipelines:  Pipelines will be placed to a depth of cover consistent with design standards for water pipelines for the area.  Where additional pipeline cover is necessary to accommodate future roadways, vertical and horizontal roadway designed clearances, the County shall so advise Mid-Dakota at the time of County review of the need for additional pipeline cover.

Chairman Lee called for discussion.
Commissioner Lundquist questioned Item 9 which states “Pipelines installed transversely or longitudinally in a graveled or other road right-of-way will be by an open cut method.”  It was the consensus of the Board that this should be removed. No action was taken on the resolution until further discussion could be had with Mid-Dakota Water.

EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT

Cindy Bau, Emergency Management, presented her quarterly report for Chairman Lee to sign.

Motion by Lundquist and seconded by Spilde for Chairman Lee to sign said report. All present voting aye. Motion carried.

Bau requested travel approval for August 12-15th, 2024 to Chamberlain for the Emergency Management conference.
Motion by Walls and seconded by Lundquist to approve the travel request. All present voting aye. Motion carried.

AUDITOR

Steffensen informed the Board of the new travel reimbursement rates from the state which took effect on July 1, 2024.  The County manual states the County will follow the state rates.

PLANNING AND ZONING

Motion by Lundquist and seconded by Nelson to adjourn from regular session and move into Planning & Zoning at 10:30 A.M. All present voting aye. Motion carried.

Chairman Lee declared the Board out of Planning & Zoning and back into regular session at 10:41 A.M.

Steffensen read the following resolution for the Plat of Tracts 1, 2, and 3 of Baier Addition forwarded to the Board by the Planning and Zoning Commission:
RESOLUTION # 2024-15

WHEREAS, The Kingsbury County Planning & Zoning Board met to review the Plat of Tracts 1, 2 and 3 of Baier Addition in the East Half (E1/2) and in the Southwest Quarter (SW1/4) of Section 12, Township 111 North, Range 57 West of the 5th P.M., Kingsbury County, South Dakota on July 2, 2024; and

WHEREAS the Kingsbury County Planning & Zoning Commission recommended approval of the same to the Kingsbury County Board of County Commissioners, and

Now, Therefore, be it resolved, that the Kingsbury County Board of County Commissioners accepts and the Plat of Tracts 1, 2 and 3 of Baier Addition in the East Half (E1/2) and in the Southwest Quarter (SW1/4) of Section 12, Township 111 North, Range 57 West of the 5th P.M., Kingsbury County, South Dakota.
Motion by Nelson and seconded by Lundquist to accept and adopt Resolution 2024-15 and for Chairman Lee to sign the same.

All present voting via roll call. Lee – aye, Nelson – aye, Spilde – aye, Walls – aye and Lundquist – aye. Motion carried.

Motion by Lundquist and seconded by Walls to adjourn from regular session and move into Planning & Zoning at 10:59 A.M. All present voting aye. Motion carried.

Carlson and McCloud gave an overview of what they do in 4-H and the experiences they have had.  

Steeke requested approval for compensatory time for DeDeyne of the upcoming achievement days.

Motion by Lundquist and seconded by Nelson to approve compensatory up to 40hrs. for DeDeyne during achievement days. All present voting aye. Motion carried.

RIVERVIEW, LLP

Jim Nieland, Tom Walsh, Brady Janzen from Riverview LLP, Andrew Kangas, Civil Design Inc., Toby Morris, Colliers Securities LLC and Joe Jensen, Planning and Zoning joined the meeting.

Janzen presented information to the Board on the timing and funding of rehabilitating 4 miles of 425th Ave. The plan shows a projected start time of 2026 and the projected cost of the project is approximately 5.6 million. The plan also includes replacing one structure on the road.

Morris provided an explanation on the possible financing options for the funding of the project which included DOT grant funds, owner contribution, RPP funds from the County and TIF revenue.
Riverview will put together a road haul agreement for the construction period, Morris will provide a timeline for a TIF meeting to update the Board at a future meeting.
