The Kingsbury County Board of County Commissioners met Tuesday, February
17, 2026, at 8:30 A.M. in the Courtroom of the County Courthouse with
Commissioners Roger Walls, Corey Lundquist, Steve Spilde and Troy Nelson
present. Vice Chairman Lundquist presided.

Chairman Lee attended wvia Zoom.

Attending via Zoom were Amy Halverson- Kingsbury Journal, Michelle
Longville- Treasurer, Tammy Anderson - Director of Equalization, and
Kristen Longville - Emergency Manager.

Vice Chairman Lundquist called the meeting to order.

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE
Those present stood and recited the Pledge of Allegiance.

Vice Chairman Lundquist asked if there were any additions or changes to
the agenda.

Walls requested to add a discussion on the roads by Osceola and a
discussion with Riverview LLC concerning roads for the Redstone Dairy

Motion by Spilde, second by Walls to approve the agenda as amended. All
present voting aye. Motion carried.

Walls noted that the welder was purchased from A-OX Welding supply and
Nelson noted the motion to approve the purchase of the welder should have
stated up to $5,000.00.

HIGHWAY
Dave Sorenson, Highway Superintendent, met with the Board to discuss
highway matters.

Sorenson informed the Board he had scheduled the highway bid opening for
March 3, 2026, at 9:00 A.M.

Sorenson updated the Board on spring road postings, informing them the
state had put postings on as of February 17, 2026 but he would not be
putting them on in Kingsbury for at least another week.

Sorenson presented Right-of-Way Occupancy applications from East River for
CR1l1l and CR2, both for boring, for signatures.

Motion by Nelson, second by Walls for Vice-Chairman Lundquist to sign said
applications. All present voting aye. Motion carried.

Sorenson requested travel approval to Deadwood March 17-20, 2026, for the
highway conference.

Motion by Walls, second by Nelson to approve travel for the highway
superintendent to Deadwood March 17-20, 2026, for the highway conference.
All present voting aye. Motion carried.

Sorenson reminded the Board that the bids for the 425% Ave project would
be opened on February 24, 2026, at Civil Design, Inc. in Brookings.

A discussion was held on which roads the Redstone Dairy wants to improve
other than 425% Ave to determine if any of their requests or plans
conflict with Sorenson’s plans for 2026.

Sorenson asked the Board to revisit the State Planning & Research Program
that he presented to them on February 3, 2026. The Board decided to hold
off discussing the program until later in the meeting when Riverview
arrives.

EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT

Kristen Longville, Emergency Manager, presented to the Board the Fiscal
Year 2025 Emergency Management Performance Grant Agreement Articles
requesting approval for her to sign. Sheriff Strande also joined the
meeting for further discussion.

Motion by Nelson, second by Spilde to authorize Longville to sign the
Articles. All present voting aye. Motion carried.

Longville asked the Board what the procedures were for putting a burn ban
in place stating that Kingsbury County was under a high wind advisory for



the next couple of days. Chairman Lee informed Longville that if she had a
discussion with the fire departments and they recommended a burn ban
herself and the Chairman can put one in place.

After discussion the Board decided to place the burn ban.

Motion by Lee, second by Walls to implement a burn ban from beginning
February 17, 2026, and for it to remain in place until at least the March
3, 2026, meeting. All present voting aye. Motion carried.

Longville requested to move into executive session for personnel.

Motion by Walls, second by Spilde to adjourn from regular session and move
into executive session for personnel at 9:13 A.M. All present voting aye.
Motion carried.

Vice Chairman Lundquist declared the Board out of executive session at
9:21 A.M.

OPEN DISCUSSION

Vice Chairman Lundquist discussed with the Board the need to reevaluate
the requirement of a building to be placed at least 75 feet above the
highwater mark. Lundquist stated all the lakes have different high-water
marks so this does not allow a standard and would like to consider
changing the zoning ordinance to require a certain elevation.

(SE %) of Section Nine (9), Township One Hundred (109) North, Range Fifty
Six (56) West of the 5% P.M., Kingsbury County

To “CI” from “AG” Agricultural




This ordinance shall take effect and be in full force and effect twenty
(20) days after its publication.

All ordinances or parts of ordinances in conflict therewith are hereby
repealed.

RIVERVIEW LLC
Josh Schmidt, Riverview LLC, met with the Board to discuss possible plans
for improvements to other roads around the Redstone Dairy.

Dave Sorenson re-joined the meeting to join the discussion.

The Board requested Schmidt and Sorenson collaborate to address timelines,
how to quote the projects, what engineering needs to be done and who is
paying for any possible projects.

The Board re-addressed the State Planning & Research Program for Local
Governments.

Motion by Nelson, second by Lee to approve the study with Sorenson
communicating with Riverview to make sure study would not overlap their
plan. All present voting aye. Motion carried.

AUDITOR

Steffensen presented a request from Ally Dakota Development to be allowed
to approve prudent servicing actions internally for borrowers who have
received a loan from the Revolving Loan fund.

Motion by Lee, second by Nelson to approve the Ally Dakota Development to
be allowed to approve prudent servicing actions internally for borrowers
who have received a loan from the Revolving Loan fund. All present voting
aye. Motion carried.

Steffensen present a request to buy a laptop for absentee voting for $800.

Motion by Spilde, second by Nelson to approve the purchase of a laptop for
absentee voting. All present voting aye. Motion carried.

Steffensen presented a request to purchase 7 poll-pads from Knowink, LLC
for $21,310.00 for elections. Explaining the County does have HAVA money
with the state that can be used to purchase them.

Motion by Walls, second by Nelson to approve the purchase of 7 poll-pads
from Knowink, LLC for $21,310.00 for elections. All present voting aye.
Motion carried.



Steffensen presented the 2026 SDACC/NaCo dues invoice for $2,341.00 to be
approved and signed.

Motion by Nelson, second by Spilde to approve the 2026 SDACC/NaCO dues
invoice and for Vice Chairman Lundquist to sign said invoice. All present
voting aye. Motion carried.

The Board reviewed the 2026 SDPAA property and liability insurance
renewal.

Steffensen discussed plans for the upcoming District meeting Kingsbury
County will be hosting.

Steffensen present an invoice for lawn care from Trugreen, Watertown. The
invoice was for informational purposes only to determine if any other
services were wanted. It was the consensus of the Board to keep the
services the same.

OPEN DISCUSSION

Commissioner Walls discussed with the Board the township roads by Osceola
that the County had previously maintained. The Board discussed whether the
township had taken over maintaining the roads and it was determined they
had. They also discussed that a private party had paid for extra blading.

Chad Ebsen, Mills Property Management, met with the Board to update them
on property matters.

AUDITOR
Steffensen requested to move into executive session for contract
negotiations and personnel with no action needed.

Motion by Nelson, second by Walls to adjourn from regular session and move
into executive session for contract negotiations and personnel at 11:06
A.M. All present voting aye. Motion carried.

Vice Chairman Lundquist declared the Board out of executive session at
11:47 A.M.
