Sorenson presented a right-of-way occupancy agreement from Ottertail for
signature.

Sorenson informed the Board he had a qualified applicant for the open
position at the highway department and requested approval to offer the
applicant the position as Heavy Equipment Operator with the pay rate to be
Grade Level 20, Step A, $23.04 per hour.

The road and bridge would be bid together and managed by one
contractor.

Kangas requested letting the bids with advertising the week of February 8-
14, 2026 and February 15-21, 2026, opening of the bids to possibly be
scheduled for February 24, 2025 and awarding the bid at the March 3, 2026
meeting.

Motion by Lee, second by Spilde to authorize bid letting with advertising
the 2 weeks of February 8-14, 2026 and February 15-21, 2026, opening of
the bids to possibly be scheduled for February 24, 2025 and awarding the
bid at the March 3, 2026 meeting. All present voting aye. Motion carried.

HARTLAND RAIF APPLICATION

The Board considered the Rural Access Infrastructure Fund application from
Hartland Township originally submitted August 25, 2026 with the requested
updated bids for $57,277.50. The grant is an 80/20 split with the RAIF
funds being $45,822.00.

in Sioux Falls. Future dates may be available to hold the training within
our region to avoid travel.

Longville updated them on the status of Iroquois School, informing them
the school is in Kingsbury County, and she would continue to work with
them concerning emergency information.

Longville requested travel approval to Aberdeen February 18-19, 2026 for
ICS400 training.

Motion by Nelson, second by Spilde to approve travel for Longville to
Aberdeen February 18-19, 2026 for ICS400 training.

Motion carried.

Longville presented a Letter of agreement with First District for MSAG
Assistance with a cost of $1,000.00 per year for approval and
authorization to sign.
