SPECIFY THE MINIMUM NUMBER OF EACH ESSENTIAL COMPANION PLANT REQUIRED FOR EFFECTIVE PEST AND DISEASE
MANAGEMENT.

RECOMMENDED COMPANION PLANTS FOR DRAGON FRUIT FARMING:

BASIL: BASIL CAN DETER PESTS LIKE APHIDS AND PROVIDE AROMATIC FOLIAGE. PLANT BASIL NEAR DRAGON FRUIT
TRELLISES.

MARIGOLDS: MARIGOLDS CAN REPEL NEMATODES AND OTHER PESTS. PLANT THEM AT THE BORDERS OF YOUR
DRAGON FRUIT FARM.

NASTURTIUMS: NASTURTIUMS CAN DETER APHIDS, CATERPILLARS, AND BEETLES. PLACE THEM AT THE EDGES OF THE
DRAGON FRUIT GROWING AREA.

MINT: MINT CAN HELP DETER APHIDS AND ATTRACT BENEFICIAL INSECTS. PLANT IT NEAR THE DRAGON FRUIT PLANTS.

STRATEGIC PLACEMENT:

INTERPLANT COMPANION PLANTS WITHIN THE ROWS OF DRAGON FRUIT PLANTS OR NEAR THE TRELLISES TO MAXIMIZE
THEIR BENEFITS.

PLACE TALLER COMPANIONS LIKE MARIGOLDS ON THE NORTH SIDE OF YOUR DRAGON FRUIT AREA TO AVOID SHADING
THE DRAGON FRUIT PLANTS.
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MINIMUM NUMBER OF ESSENTIAL COMPANION PLANTS FOR 100 SQUARE METERS:

FOR A 100 SQUARE METER DRAGON FRUIT FARMING AREA, HERE'S THE MINIMUM NUMBER OF EACH ESSENTIAL
COMPANION PLANT:

BASIL: INTERPLANT ONE BASIL PLANT WITHIN EVERY FOUR DRAGON FRUIT PLANTS OR ALONG TRELLISES.
MARIGOLDS: PLANT ONE MARIGOLD EVERY TWO METERS ALONG THE BORDER OF THE DRAGON FRUIT AREA.

NASTURTIUMS: PLACE ONE NASTURTIUM PLANT EVERY TWO METERS AROUND THE EDGES OF THE DRAGON FRUIT
AREA.

MINT: PLANT ONE MINT PLANT NEAR THE BASE OF EVERY DRAGON FRUIT PLANT OR ALONG THE TRELLISES.

THIS PLANTING SCHEME SHOULD PROVIDE EFFECTIVE PEST AND DISEASE MANAGEMENT AND CONTRIBUTE TO
HEALTHIER DRAGON FRUIT PLANTS IN A 100 SQUARE METER AREA. BE SURE TO ADJUST THE NUMBERS BASED ON THE
ACTUAL DIMENSIONS OF YOUR DRAGON FRUIT GROWING AREA AND GARDEN LAYOUT. REGULAR MONITORING AND
PROPER MANAGEMENT PRACTICES ARE ESSENTIAL FOR PEST AND DISEASE CONTROL IN DRAGON FRUIT FARMING.
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
