** Affirmation of Baptism

In the name of God, the Source of all that is good; Christ +, the Word who dwells among us; and the Spirit, who empowers and sends us. Amen.

[bookmark: _Hlk168475779]Reading: 1 Kings 5:1-5; 8:1-13

1 Solomon ruled over the entire realm from the Euphrates River to Philistia and as far as the frontier of Egypt. These countries paid tribute and were Solomon’s subjects as long as the ruler lived. 

2The daily provisions for Solomon were 180 bushels of fine flour and 365 bushels of meal, 3 ten fattened oxen, twenty pastured oxen, and one hundred sheep; as well as stags, gazelles, roebucks; and fattened poultry. 

4Solomon ruled over all the realms west of the Jordan River, from Tiphsah to Gaza. And peace reigned. 5Throughout Solomon’s life, peace reigned in Judah and Israel, from Dan to Beersheba, and everyone prospered under their own vines and fig trees.

1Then Solomon summoned the elders of Israel, all the tribal leaders, and the heads of the families of the people of Israel to bring up the Ark of the Covenant of God from the City of David, that is, Zion. 2All the people of Israel assembled in Solomon’s presence at the time of the festival in the month of Ethanim, the seventh month. 3Once all the elders of Israel had arrived the priests lifted the Ark of God 4and brought it to the Temple; the Tent of Meeting, together with all the sacred furnishings of the Tent, were also carried by the priests and the Levites. 5In the presence of the Ark, Solomon and all Israel sacrificed sheep and oxen in numbers beyond reckoning. 

6The priests then brought the Ark of the Covenant of God to its place in the inner sanctuary of the Temple, the Most Holy Place, under the wings of the cherubim. 7The cherubim spread their wings over the place of the Ark and formed a canopy above the Ark and its carrying poles. 8The poles were so long that their ends could be seen from the sanctuary immediately in front of the inner sanctuary, but not from anywhere else outside. They are there to this day. 

9There was nothing inside the Ark but the two stone tablets which Moses deposited there at Horeb, when God made the Covenant with the people of Israel after they left Egypt. 

10When the priests came out of the sanctuary, a cloud filled the Temple of God, 11and they could not continue to minister because of it, for the Glory of God filled the Temple. 12Then Solomon said: “God, you chose to dwell among us in a thick cloud. 13But now I have built you a magnificent House, a settled place where you may dwell forever.”

**Affirmation of Faith – Immigrant’s Creed by Jose Luis Casal  
   
I believe in Almighty God, who guided the people in exile and in exodus, the God of Joseph in Egypt and Daniel in Babylon, the God of foreigners and immigrants. 

I believe in Jesus Christ, a displaced Galilean, who was born away from his people and his home, who fled his country with his parents when his life was in danger. When he returned to his own country he suffered under the oppression of Pontius Pilate, the servant of a foreign power. Jesus was persecuted, beaten, tortured, and unjustly condemned to death. But on the third day Jesus rose from the dead, not as a scorned foreigner but to offer us citizenship in God’s kingdom. 

I believe in the Holy Spirit, the eternal immigrant from God’s kingdom among us, who speaks all languages, lives in all countries, and reunites all races. 

I believe that the Church is the secure home for foreigners and for all believers. I believe that the communion of saints begins when we embrace all God’s people in all their diversity. I believe that in the Resurrection God will unite us as one people in which all are distinct and all are alike at the same time. I believe in life eternal, in which no one will be foreigner but all will be citizens of the kingdom where God reigns forever and ever. Amen.

[bookmark: _Hlk141169408]Questions for Reflection and Discussion from Pastor Sarah
1. Those of you who have been members of All Saints since we have been in this building, what do you remember about the first Sunday here? Was there a dedication? What was involved? Those of you who have been members of All Saints since the beginning, what do you remember about the first Sunday? 
2. What differences do you see between the way we express, or experience, our faith today and the way the ancient Israelites did? Do you think there was a “nearness” to God as part of the community that we don’t experience now? Do we try to keep God at arm’s length? Do we try to keep ourselves from having intimate encounters from God, or at least try to keep those encounters to a minimum, so they will be “special” or rare? Why? Would we gain something, or lose something, by having everyday encounters with God? 
3. How do we make our faith more central to our lives? 
4. God appears in this reading as a great cloud that fills the temple, so thick they can’t continue to minister in the temple. This is reminiscent of the pillar of cloud that was present during the day during their ancestors’ wanderings during the exodus, but it also points to our limited vocabulary to describe God’s nearness. How can we, or how do we, describe encounters with God? 
5. God has promised to be present with us during the sacraments. We receive communion weekly, but the other sacrament (baptism) we only experience once. But we have opportunities to remind ourselves of often: every time we do an affirmation of baptism as part of worship, as we do this morning; every time we dip our fingers in the waters of the font and make the sign of the cross. The imposition of ashes on Ash Wednesday is another. Confirmation is another. How do you remember your baptism? Do you have a practice that helps you remember your baptism regularly?
