“The New Colossus” by Emma Lazarus (1849-1887)

Not like the brazen giant of Greek fame,
With conquering limbs astride from land to land;
Here at our sea-washed, sunset gates shall stand
A mighty woman with a torch, whose flame
Is the imprisoned lightning, and her name
Mother of Exiles. From her beacon-hand
Glows world-wide welcome; her mild eyes command
The air-bridged harbor that twin cities frame.
“Keep, ancient lands, your storied pomp!” cries she
With silent lips. “Give me your tired, your poor,
Your huddled masses yearning to breathe free,
The wretched refuse of your teeming shore.
Send these, the homeless, tempest-tost to me,



I lift my lamp beside the golden door!”

This poem was written by Lazarus in 1883 as part of the fund-raising
efforts for a base for the Statue of Liberty. It is cast on a plaque that is
mounted on the inside of the base of the statue. Lazarus was an activist
and advocate for Jewish refugees fleeing from Russian pogroms in the
1800s, and wrote the poem as a way to express empathy for Russian
Jewish refugees to the US.

The statue was intended to be a symbol of republican (anti-imperialist)
values; however, Lazarus’ poem gave it a new purpose, turning it into a
symbol of welcome for immigrants and refugees at the front door of the
country.

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Pastor Sarah's Link to her Sermon & Questions for Discussions

1. The game was horrible. But I stand by my assertion that Kendrick
Lamar won the Super Bowl. If you haven’t watched his halftime
performance, I encourage you to do so. Even if you’re not a fan of
rap/hip hop (which I am not), it is worth watching. Pay attention to



the imagery. Literally, there were teachers writing lesson plans about
his halftime show for their classes this week. I read at least one of
them.

2. In verse 22, Jesus gives John’s disciples the answer to their question,
after having healed many people. His answer consists of the 6
characteristics of God’s work in the Old Testament, particularly when
Elijah and Elisha were prophets: the blind see, the lame walk, those
with leprosy are cured, those who are deaf can hear, the dead are
restored to life, and the poor hear the good news. Why do you think
Jesus leans on the Hebrew Testament for his answers? Why do you
think he performs the healings before giving the answers?

3. Verse 22 is not the only time Jesus reaches back to the Hebrew
Testament: in verse 27, he quotes from Malachi 3:1 when he’s talking
about John. Why do you think it’s important that he calls out John as
the one foretold to prepare the way for the messiah?

4. Who do you think John is expecting Jesus to be? What is he
expecting Jesus to do?
