					CSL Cuts Ribbon on First New Home Built!
 
On Tuesday, September 23, CSL celebrated a first in our 109+ year history. CSL developed a vacant piece of land into three single-family home lots, and our first home is now finished and sold to a first-time homebuyer. We celebrated the contributions of many community members, including dedicated student laborers from the Independence School District, donated siding from Continental Siding, and donated roofs from the National Women in Roofing Kansas City Council.
 
The other home, located next door, is under contract and the sale should be finalized by the end of 2025. CSL has ownership, or is under contract to own, six more lots in Northwest Independence. We are working on development plans for all six lots for 2026 and 2027.

Pastor Sarah's Link to her Sermon & Questions for Discussions-
1. [bookmark: _Hlk210222505][bookmark: _Hlk208473198]Our preaching text last week started with God hearing the complaints of the children of Israel; this morning, we start with the same thing – God hearing the complaints of the Israelites. But the complaints are very different. Last week, in our preaching text, they were complaining about Egypt; this morning, they are complaining about God. What is God’s response? 
2. They are just at the beginning of their journey – not even to Mt. Sinai yet, “on the fifteenth day of the second month after they left Egypt,” so 45 days in, give or take. They will eat quail and manna for another 40 years. That’s a long time to eat the same thing! But it’s also a 40-year period that, in the book of Hosea (for those of you who are in Bible study), is described as the “honeymoon period” between Israel and God: the time in which they are given the law and learning to live with their freedom.
3. What does freedom mean to you, in the context of escape from Egypt into the wilderness, to wander for 40 years? Do you think it would feel like freedom? If so, why? If not, why not? 
4. Martin Luther wrote in his letter to Pope Leo X titled “Concerning Christian Liberty,” in 1520: “A Christian is the most free lord of all, and subject to none; a Christian is the most dutiful servant of all, and subject to everyone.” What do you think he meant? And what does it have to do with manna, and the wilderness (if anything)? 
5. If you feel like it, look back on a time in your life that was particularly difficult. What happened during that time to sustain you and get you through it? Was there anything that anyone said or did, no matter how little, that helped you? When you look back on that now, does it feel like God may have played a hand in that, so that you knew you weren’t walking through your hard time alone?
